When the art and practice of irrigation has been
firmly established, when its impotance in the pro-
duction of material wealth is manifest, when dis
putes as to waterdiversions ar of the past, and
when thousands of settlers in comfdable and
happy homes ae enjoying its blessings, some futer
historian will doubtless write the History of
Irrigation in Victoria, and in doing so will place in
the front rank of those who boe the heat and bur
den of the day who laboured with a far sighted
patriotic ardour and enthusiasm to pomote the
welfare of the colonyand of the early settlers on the
arid plains of the north, the honoured name of
Hugh McColl.
