


Meeting In Review....March 2009
The British Isles Panel Forum began with each panel 

member discussing the major records available for each 
country. On England, June Hanson first noted that re-
searchers need to know the geographical divisions of the 
areas they are researching. After 1974, names changed 
so current research is necessary. She discussed the civil 
registrations (birth, marriages, deaths) that began in 1837 
with the crowning of Queen Victoria. These are indexed 
and the actual certificates can be ordered from England. 
Parish Registers, begun in 1558, contain christenings, mar-
riages, & burials as well as local censuses, tax lists, welfare 
records, etc. She then briefly touched on Non-Conformist 
Church, military, wills and probate records prior to 1858. 
National census records started in 1841 and are online at 
Ancestry.com.uk. She noted that the most overlooked but 
important records are the Manor Court Rolls or local court 
records from 1400’s to 1920. A detailed discussion of these 
can be found at www.nationalarchives.gov.uk

On Ireland, Mary Russell also noted the importance 
of knowing the geographical divisions – counties, bar-
onies, Poor Law Unions, Parishes & Townlands. The key 
is to identify your ancestor’s county (of the 32). Here, Civil 
Registrations began in 1864. The 1901 census is the first 
complete, with 1911 also being available. Critical to land 
records is the Griffiths Valuation, 1848-1964, which valued 
all privately held lands & buildings for tax purposes and 
serves as a census substitute. Church records began for 
Catholics about 1820 and earlier for Protestants but few of 
these survive. She noted that every county has Research 
Centers that will do research for a fee. The Irish research 
‘bible’ is ‘Tracing Your Irish Ancestors’, 3rd. edition, by John 
Grenham. A recommended fee research site is www.irish-
roots.ie .

Jackie Webster discussed researching in Scotland, 
again with the caveat of knowing the geographical boundar-
ies (33 counties, 900 parishes). Surnames can be confusing 
here as many have the same names derived from where 
they came from. She touched on the Parochial registers of 
Scotland (Presbyterian) as well as the Non-Conformist re-
cords. She reviewed Civil Registrations that began in 1855 
and the very detailed ‘monumental inscriptions’ which have 
been indexed and published. The early censuses (1841, 
1851) have been transcribed and are on Ancestry.com.uk 
but have many errors which may require viewing the origi-
nal films. She noted that the National Archives of Scotland 
is critical for through research.

For the second half of the program, questions were 
fielded from the audience. Many individual research ques-
tions were answered with particular reference to holdings 
at our local FHC and online sources. For beginners, the 
web site to start with is www.genuki.org.uk . 

It was a most excellent program with many coming away 
with a multitude of new research options. A BIG thanks to 
our panel members. 

Go PDF
Most people know about the pdf file format from using 

Adobe’s ‘Acrobat Reader’ -- a free utility used to view pdf 
files. Many, however, don’t know how to create pdf files 
and their many benefits. 

Pdf files are really only other file types (Word, Excel, 
PowerPoint, etc.) that have been converted to the pdf for-
mat. The pdf files are much smaller that the original files, 
usually can’t be changed or altered, and can be viewed 
or printed by anyone with the ‘reader’— they don’t have 
to own the original creation software. In fact, almost any 
software programs printable output can be converted to 
the pdf format. That includes the family group sheets and 
pedigree charts from your genealogy software program. 
You can e-mail the files to anyone to look at even when 
they don’t have your same genealogy program.

The conversion process is simple. You simply start to 
print your output file and choose the pdf conversion utility 
from among your list of printers, give it a file name, and 
its done. So, where to do get this conversion utility pro-
gram? Well, you can go buy Adobe’s Acrobat 9 Standard 
Program for $300 or use one of the free downloadable 
conversion programs. Among the programs available, 
perhaps the best is Primo PDF 4.1, from Nitro Software. 
Another is doPDF Converter, from Softland. Again, these 
are FREE. Just go to www.download.com and type in the 
program name, click on the program name and click the 
download icon. The program will download and usually 
self-install. You can also read reviews and critiques others 
have posted about the software. Once installed, view the 
‘help’ screens for FAQs and tutorials. Now that you know, 
-- go pdf.

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Donated Bible
Finds Home

It may never be known for certain how the Bible found 
its way to the furniture and mattress store on University 
Avenue in San Diego. This precious family Bible spent 
part of its existence away from its original family and was 
cared for by the Davis family.  Bob Davis, son of the late 
original store owner, often wondered about the Bible and 
how it became part of their possessions.  Bob thought 
perhaps the Bible was bought with other antiques from a 
house in Chicago, and moved to San Diego with the Davis 
family.  Bob Davis’ mother, Beatrice Davis, saw the July 
17, 2008 article in the San Diego Union-Tribune about the 
Lost Treasures Committee of the San Diego Genealogi-
cal Society (SDGS).  The article detailed the success in 
finding a descendent of the Britton/Moon Bible.  The Da-
vis’ thought about the Bible in their store, and called the 
SDGS to donate the Bible to the Lost Treasures Commit-
tee as they felt it should go to a descendent of the family.  
Mr. Davis and his mother only asked that they be kept 
informed of any success in finding the rightful family.

Bonnie Fago, volunteer for the Lost Treasures Com-
mittee, picked up the Bible from the Davis’ on October 16, 
2008 and work began. The Bible’s family pages within the 
10+ pound leather and gold-trimmed Bible detail a fam-
ily with the surnames of Mosher and Forbes.  An early 
entry is of the marriage between Lorenzo D. Mosher of 
Scio, Michigan and Mollie L. Forbes of Dover on 31 May 
1876.  Their five children’s birthdates are written within the 
pages, and unfortunately, two of the children’s names are 
also penned with death dates in infancy.  

Bonnie continued research, focusing on the three 
surviving children of Lorenzo Mosher and Mollie (Forbes) 
Mosher. An online tree was found with one of the chil-
dren’s names. When Bonnie e-mailed the tree poster, it 
was indicated that they were not direct descendents, and 
Bonnie was referred to Nancy Pinner-Strauss, saying that 
she was the source of this information.  Nancy responded 
immediately.  After exchanging information and finding 
documents to verify the relationship, Bonnie knew Nancy 
was a direct descendent of the Mosher/Forbes family. 

Nancy was told of the Bible’s existence, the SDGS’s 
Lost Treasures Committee’s mission, and was offered the 
Bible to return it to its family.  To say Nancy was thrilled 
is an understatement! Nancy did not know the Bible even 
existed. Nancy is very “into” genealogy herself and has 
researched her family line far back in time.  Her grand-
daughter is named after Mollie Leah Forbes and is also 
very interested in the family line.  Nancy has Lorenzo Dow 
Mosher and Mollie L. (Forbes) Mosher’s portraits framed 
above her bed.  Nancy also kindly sent pictures of the 
family for the SDGS research file in case others contact 
the SDGS for this surname in the future.  One of the pic-

Scottish Research at the San Diego Family History Center

The Publications Carousel next to the cashier’s desk is the place to start your search; the Scotland Research Out-
line and England Research Outline can be purchased there. These outlines will give you much information about these 
countries, historical events that affected families and records, and what kinds of records exist. (After 1707, when the 
governments of Scotland and England united, the government and military records were housed at the British National 
Archives.) The Scotland outline includes unique Scottish words and terms used in old documents, with their English 
translations. These publications can also be downloaded from the FamilySearch web site as PDF files. From the home 
page, go to Research Helps—Articles to access them to read or download.

At the Reference Desk, the Scotland binder contains the addresses and internet resources for Scotland govern-
ment records, and instructions on sending money to Great Britain. Very helpful is the section “A Genealogical Research 
Guide,” with charts that delineate procedures to determine the parish for a given place, finding births, marriages, and 
deaths whether before 1855 or after. There is an appendix listing historical events 1412–1855 and how they affect ge-
nealogical research, and county maps before and after 1975, showing changes to names and boundaries.

Key to the Parochial Registers of Scotland gives information for research prior to 1855 that was recorded by the es-
tablished Church of Scotland (Presbyterian; it lists the 33 counties, 6 of which were known by other names, and identifies 
the 900+ parishes alphabetically and by number in each county. Information on what records exist for BMDs, the time 
periods involved, FHL film numbers, the original records housed in Edinburgh, and their condition, are all given for these 
parishes. For other churches, consult Scottish Research Resources guide to Non-Conformist Registers & Records, Part 
1 & Part 2, Sam Gibson. Thirdly, the Index to the OPR—Registers of Scotland—Instructions are helpful.

The Scotland Census Register, Indexes to Parishes and Districts for the Years 1841–1891 lists census records by 
county, the parishes, FHL film number, and identifies the films held at the SDFHC by yellow highlighting. For example, 
if you need a particular census, go to the FHL catalog and search under parish and county name in Scotland to identify 
film numbers; then look in the SDFHC card catalog for film, fiche, and CDs (located to the left of the registration desk). 
There is a general listing at the front of the Scotland drawer for archives, emigration, genealogy, etc., then sections by 
counties; there may be a specific section for a town within that as well. If SDFHC doesn’t have a film, you can rent it from 
the FHL and view at the Family History Center. [Note that the 1881 Scotland census is particular helpful because it has 
a surname index that will show you where your surname is predominantly located.]

Computers are the place to go to make use of the various databases: Ancestral File, Personal Resource File, and 
International Genealogical Index (IGI). Computers 1–4 have the older version of FamilySearch, which gives you access 
to the Scottish Old Parish Registers (OPR). The other databases and for-fee web sites (free at the SDFHC) are located 
through the Internet browser: click on Favorites to get to these sites—Ancestry (has UK censuses), Footnote, etc.

The CD Caddies are located past the computers, and have some orange-dot CDs that apply specifically to Scotland: 
F0014 is Scottish Parish Records; F0008 is A Gazetteer of Scotland; F0006 is Scotland, Retours of Service of Heirs 
1544–1699; F0007 is Service of Heirs 1700–1859; F0021 is the 1851 census Index for Lanark (except Glasgow); and 
F0022 is the 1851 census Index for Glasgow, Barony, Govan.

BIGRA Shelves, Scotland section, has many gems for research that are not listed in the card catalog (the one for 
books and periodicals is just past the CD caddies)—there are issues of several Family History Society newsletters, which 
contain interesting articles on specific areas, covering churchyards, burial indexes, updates and new developments from 
archives and the Internet, and queries and letters. Also, there are booklets on subjects such as monumental inscriptions, 
occupations and trades, surnames, and clans and tartans. As an example, the Index to Particular Registers of Sasines 
1600s–1700s on Forres, Nairn, Elgin, Lanark, Ayr, Dumfries, Kirkcudbright, Annandale, and Banff is located here.
