Are You Spending Too Much for Online Subscriptions? 
 

A surprisingly large amount of information on subscription database sites is available free on other sites. 
For example, Ancestry.com charges you for WWII enlistments, 1938-1946, but they're free in the National 
Archives' Access to Archival Databases at http://aad.archives.gov/aad/series-description.jsp?s=3360.   
 
But no-cost versions of databases can be tricky to find. Since we like you guys so much, we've posted our  
Alternative Access chart from the November 2007 Family Tree Magazine, featuring links to free sources of 
20-plus databases from paid sites (such as Ancestry.com).

36.  Use IGI Batch numbers.   The Mormon Family History Library has a vast database.  www.familysearch.org    
             Entries often give a batch number.  Put this number in the search form, type in your surname, and you’ll often 
             find many of your surnames listed on this batch sheet....often complete families.   This site also has Guides 
             such as writing to foreign countries, Getting Started, and word lists for foreign countries. 
 
37.  Chambers of Commerce often have a website with a link to histories. 
38. When researching census records, check out the neighbors...relatives may live two or three households 

down the road in either direction. 
39.  American archival institution catalogs can be found at www,loc.gov/coll/nucmc/ 
40.  Siblings can have the same name.  It was common practice for a child to be given the same name as a previous 
             child who had died. 
41.  One Name Site: www.one-name.org is based in the UK but specializes in surnames. Try different surname spellings . 

42.  Date search on Google.  Include the birth and death date, along with the ancestors’ name which narrows the 
             search.   Use quotes around the request. 
 
43.  Data may be given incorrectly for convenience, such as avoiding draft age. 
44.  Libraries sometimes have free access to paid data bases such as Ancestry.com or HeritageQuest. 
45.  Record your mistakes so you won’t end up researching or reading the same book or data base. 
46. Check for State and Local Censuses. States often took their own census. Also, city directories an old phone books. 
 
47.  FotoTagger www.fototagger.com is a free software program that allows you to take a digital photograph (or one 
             you’ve scanned) and tag or label different part of the photo.   If you have a group photo, you can place the 
             names near, or use arrows, to name the people. [I haven’t heard of this before, nor have I tried it.  BF] 
48.  Date old photos! 
49.  Google book search.   http://books.google.com   This tool checks the text of books and tells you which books in
             clude your search terms! 
50.  Birth date and Baptism dates may vary.  Baptism could be days, months, or even years later. 
51.  Female surnames.   A woman’s maiden name may be passed on to her children if they were born out of wedlock. 
52. Town Biographies.  In the late 1800's, towns and counties started publishing commemorative histories, often listing 

       the early families or persons of note. 
 
53.  Posted or published family trees.  You may be fortunate enough to find a family tree already published, but check 
             carefully for errors.  www.familysearch.org lists Ancestral File research which may be done by family members 
             or church members submitting files from records.  They also have a Pedigree file which contains links to family 
             lines. 
54.  Collateral Lines      Check your ancestors siblings and their families which may contain useful family data. 
55. Google Earth has satellite images that were taken in recent years, and while they don’t show the old time neighbor

       hoods, they can give you an idea of what the area looks like now.

MY SUMMER RESEARCH  
by Jean Oldham Heuman 

 
 
This summer I made a marvelous break through.. My ancestors were English and arrived in the American Colony during the  
colonial period of 1620-1783, 163 years when we had a king. I have researched all my ancestors previous to the first census in 1790 
except for my paternal grandmother, Sterling Manning Oldham. She died when I was two years and knowledge about her back-
ground has been a brick wall. I had exhausted the census and the Mormon Family History records. 
 
Imagine my surprise this summer to find on a trip to Ohio to attend two family funerals on the maternal side of my family that the 
cousin with whom I was staying lives in the same town where Sterling Manning had lived. My cousin is a former editor and a  
genealogist. She whisked me to her downtown London, Ohio, Madison County clerk's office and assisted in scanning deeds and  
having them printed.  
 
Each deed gave the residence of the buyer, the county and state. This helped the migration pattern. The deeds also revealed that the 
families had bought, sold and moved to the next county of Union and into the newly founded village of Plain City which was on the 
county line. 
 
We found records that told us:  
 
1. Sterling Manning was born 16 Sept. 1871 in Plain City, Madison County, Ohio, the daughter of Jane Phillips and William  
Manning. Jr. b. 1 July 1827 in Piqua, Ohio, son of William Manning, Sr., b. 1794 in Redstone, Washington County, PA, son of John 
Manning, Jr. b. 1742 in MD. Sterling Manning married Frank I. Oldham, 7 March 1894 in Columbus, Ohio. She had been an orphan 
since age 13. 
 
2. Jane Phillips, b. 7 Oct. 1837 in Plain City, Madison County, Ohio, was the daughter of Sterling Turner, and Milford Phillips.  
Milford Phillips, b. 1806 in PA, the only son of Isaac Phillips, b. in Wales and wife, Rachel? Phillips, b. PA. Jane "Jennie" Phillips 
married William Manning, Jr., on 6 Feb. 1859 in Plain City, Darby Township, Madison County, Ohio 
 
3. Sterling Turner was born 1806 after her parents' arrival in the newly formed state of Ohio. She was the daughter and first child of 
William Turner, b. 1782 in MD and Susan? Turner. William Turner was able to buy land in 1810 and 1811 in London, Madison 
County, OH. When Sterling became the second wife of Milford Phillips on 11 Mar 1832 in Plain City, Darby Township, Madison 
County, Ohio, he brought an infant daughter and two older sons to the marriage.  
 
4. Susan ? Turner, b. 1786 in Maryland, married William Turner in MD and they migrated to found a home in Ohio where good 
farmland was readily available. Not only had I found information on four generations of maternal ancestors that is almost impossible 
to find, I had also found more about the paternal ancestors. 
 
That was the first step. Second we visited the local London Public Library, Madison County, Ohio, with a fantastic genealogy  
department. It was well staffed by volunteers, well organized and indexed. I gave them names and they shuttled pages of vital  
statistics, war records, and obituaries. I copied like mad. Some of the Phillips  descendants still live in the town. Next day we drove 
to the adjacent Union County seat of Marysville, OH. In examining the deeds that are all in alphabetical order and with dates in the 
index, we found the families bought the same day as they had sold in the previous location. The next generation had lived there also. 
 
Although we next visited the Union County Historical Society and they had much history of the county, there was not much  
personal information except a Spanish American War record of Milford Phillips that was interesting. You win some, you lose some. 
You keep trying. When I first started tracing family histories before the computer and the Internet, on my vacation I always visited 
the residential area of the person researched and still feel it is a great source of early colonial information. To make your story more 
interesting attempt to add as much information about the person as you can. Understand the local history at the time they lived; the 
migration patterns from one state to another, why they left and what attracted them to the new location; study the migration of races. 
The English, Scotch-Irish, German, French, Indian, Swedish etc were the primary early 1600-1700's  settlers.  
 
Make a time line. Trace a collateral line, an older sibling may have been born in a different state and help you trace the migration  
pattern. Add family information, description of the land areas, one race moving in and taking over and the previous settlers moving 
on. Did the family travel with a large group of families as was the custom to bring a minister, a blacksmith, a shoemaker, etc.  
 
They would be entirely independent. How did they travel; by water, horseback, covered wagon, on foot or by train? Which of the 
old Indian trails did they follow, there weren't many.

I have been asked to share my encounter with a family album my grandmother’s aunt put 
together in the 1950’s.  It contains pictures, newspaper clippings, birth, graduation and 
wedding announcements and lots of hand written family history.   
 

Seven years ago I became aware of it when a cousin sent me 22 photocopied pages from the album.  On its 
pages were written histories of my Dad’s parents, grandparents and other relatives, and many pictures.   
Obviously, it was a great resource for genealogical data.  
 

This summer I took these pages to the Hartman Print Center in Tiffany Square.  My intention was to have them 
copied and bound.  However, they suggested a better job could be done if they had the original pages to work 
with.  So, I called the cousin who owns the album and was able to persuade her to send it to me.  The pages 
were loose in the album, since they had been removed to be copied by at least two other cousins that I know of.  
They were fragile and deteriorating.  There were a total of 31 pages. 
 

Jim Hartman scanned each page to a computer disc and reduced it in size to 8-1/2 x 11.  With information I 
provided, he designed and scanned a cover, printed and bound the finished product.  This is the reproduced  
album.  Pictured on the cover is my grandmother’s aunt, her son and his children.  On the back are instructions 
for ordering the album from Hartman’s Print Center.  Jim also gave me 2 copies of the computer disc…one for 
me and one for the cousin who has the album.  With this CD I can print album pages as well as present a three 
minute slide show. 
 

This deteriorating family treasure has been preserved.  Not only that, now it can be shared and owned by 
others.  When I went to Michigan in August, after mailing 2 copies to out of State relatives, I presented 11 
copies to relatives in Michigan.  The cousin who owns the original album has since ordered 6 copies from the 
Hartman Print Center. 
 

Perhaps you have or know of similar treasures that can and should be preserved, reproduced and shared.

In their most recent newsletter, they introduce a new site for those with German ancestry. The site is  
GermanOriginality.com. It has an interactive map of Germany with places of interest for those who plan to 
visit Germany. They also have a section devoted to German genealogy and related websites. I did a quick review 
of the site (Did you know there is an Emigration Museum in Bremerhaven?) and thought I should spread the 
word to my German-American friends.

ATTENDING A MAJOR CONFERENCE by Gloria Weth 
 
The Federation of Genealogical Societies 2007 Conference in Fort Wayne, Indiana, began 
Wednesday, August 15th with society management classes, Librarian’s Day, the Professional  
Management Conference offered by the Association of Professional Genealogists and continued 
into Thursday, Friday, and Saturday with many, many speakers covering hundreds of subjects. There were even 
speakers with luncheon and with dinner each of those days and an exhibit hall, providing attendees with a  
variety of displays, items for sale, and demonstrations of tools that enhance research. There was also access 
to the Allen County Public Library until midnight, if you so desired. That library has the Periodical Source  
Index (PERSI) and many other items as well and is located across the street from the convention center. 
 
My conference began with the keynote speaker, Dr. Andy Anderson, who is chief historian of Wells Fargo & 
Company. He has built their archives and several history museums. He is an author and has taught history at 
Ohio State, Arizona State, and Stanford Universities. He spoke about the “Healing Power of Family History 
and Genealogy”. Then for two hours we scoured the exhibit hall, looking for bargains to help research or  
enhance our genealogy. The first lecture we attended was George K. Schweitzer, in German peasant costume, 
who spoke about tracing back across the Atlantic. The most important detail for research is to determine the 
town the ancestor came from. Then it was time for luncheon with Pamela Boyer Porter speaking, over apple pie, 
about following our ancestors “Up, Down, and Around”. 
 
The afternoon consisted of Beau Sharbrough speaking about “Tips and Tricks for Internet Research”; Paul S. 
Valasek covering “Polish American Research: Using Sources in America and Europe”; and Martin Tuohy  
describing the “Sailors, Cooks, Captains, & Roustabouts on the Great Lakes at the National Archives-Great 
Lakes Region.” 
 

The next morning found us attending an 8A.M. lecture about “German History since 1517”.  Roger P. Minert is a 
professor at BYU in Utah. He mentioned that his students need families to follow and they would do a search 
for your family if you gave certain information first. James M. Beidler spoke about “Contrasting German  
Migrations: 18th VS.19th Century Waves.”  Next George K. Schweitzer tried to help us in “Reading Old German 
Script” while he was in costume again. His secret is to practice, practice, practice WRITING all the letters, so 
you will recognize each one. 
 

At lunch over lasagna, we heard ACPL librarian, Curt B. Witcher, talk about “Wisdom Gleaned From Ridiculous 
Requests” that librarians receive. He was very funny, but those ridiculous requests are true. Sandra M. Clunies, 
a professional genealogist, author, and lecturer, spoke about “Early Great Lakes Lighthouse Families.” Her slide 
show included some of the lighthouses we have seen in WI, IL, and MI. The Coast Guard has records of all 
lighthouses in the USA and National Archives now has all Coast Guard records, including keepers’ logs. After 
that Roger P. Minert lectured on both Church Records and Civil Records in Germany and how to use them. 
 

Saturday morning we expected Patricia Law Hatcher to tell us how to produce a Quality Family History.” But 
George G. Morgan spoke about Patricia being ill and then writing your own story. Just like in school, do an out-
line first, add pictures, include descriptions, remember your audience, and edit, edit, edit. Next we heard Diane 
V. Gagel tell us about “Digital Photography Or Not.” A good computer and a good printer go with a digital  
camera. Last, but NOT least, was a great talk about ”What DO I DO with All This STUFF?” 
 
Christina Ann Staley has her own office, but one could organize a closet as well. Filing stuff is important for 
finding it again. At this point we left the conference for an exciting visit to a cousin who lives in Michigan with 
family information to share. It was a very informative conference with knowledgeable speakers. Most of the 
1500 attendees were more expert than myself, so we learned a lot.

This free download is a program that suggests alternative spellings of surnames you're researching—then you can search 

the Web for genealogy sites with those names.  
 

The Social Security Death Index is not an index to all deceased individuals who have held Social Security Numbers. It is not a 
database of all deceased individuals who have received Social Security Benefits, or whose families have received survivor  
benefits. (Porter 1999) 
 

Where does the SSDI come from? The following timeline offers a brief history of the SSDI: 
 

14 Aug 1935 President Franklin D. Roosevelt signs the Social Security Act into law. 
1936-1937 Approximately 30 million U.S. residents apply for and receive Social Security numbers. 
1 Jan 1937 Workers begin acquiring credits toward old-age insurance benefits, and payroll tax (FICA) withholding begins. 
1947 Application for Social Security number no longer includes employer information. 
1962 Electronic requests for benefits become commonly used, resulting in what is known as the Social Security Death Index. 
1963 Issuance of Social Security numbers beginning with 700-728 to railroad employees was discontinued. 
1965 President Lyndon B. Johnson signs Medicare into law. Many citizens over age 65 receive Social Security cards for the  
              first time. 
1967 Department of Defense begins using Social Security numbers instead of military service numbers to identify Armed Forces 
              personnel. 
1972 SSA is required by law to issue Social Security numbers to any legally admitted alien upon entry, and to obtain evidence of 
              age and citizenship or alien status and identity. 
1972 SSA begins assigning Social Security numbers and issuing cards centrally from Baltimore, and the area number assigned is 
              based on the mailing address zip code from the application. 
1989 SSA program enables parents to automatically obtain a Social Security number for a newborn infant when the birth is  
              registered with the state.(Porter 1999)
