YOUR QUICK TIPS  
Migrating Relatives  
Donõt assume that because only a birth date is on an old family group sheet that the individual never married or  

had a family. Sometimes, especially during the 1930s and 1940s, family members, often young men, would migrate 

to distant cities to find work. Often these individuals settled in these cities, married, had families, and perhaps 

rarely returned to visit relatives left behind. When this happens families tend to lose touch, and, in some cases, 

resentment may build among those left behind. So when a family history book is compiled, it could be easy for 

whole branches of the family to be ignored. In short, be sure to do a very thorough nationwide search for the 

death dates and places of these individuals, including SSDI, military records. Also, talk with elderly relatives and 

try to locate an obituary once you have determined where the person (s) died. You may be surprised to find that 

you have a much larger family that you originally had thought.

    APPLICATION FOR U.S. NATURALIZATION  

 

Before September 27, 1906, any "court of record" (municipal, county, state, or federal) could grant U.S. citizenship. 

Every court did naturalizations and had its own records. The records are maintained in each court's archives. However, 

during the Depression , all the records were gathered in each county hall and card indexed. So, before 1906, you 

would contact the county hall where (you think) the person was naturalized. There usually isn't a lot of information in 

these records but sometimes there is something very valuable. Request the Declaration of Intent, Petition for Naturalization, as 

well as the Naturalization Certificate. The first two have the information that might help. 

 

After September 27, 1906, courts were required to forward copies of naturalization papers to the Immigration and Naturalization 

Service (formerly INS, now USCIS). Copies of the records are held in National Archive's (NARA) regional facilities for the 

court's area. If you have detailed information (date of arrival, petition number, date of declaration, residence), you can request  

the records online through NARA. Their turn- around time is typically a few days to a few weeks and the cost is USD $10.  

The website is: https://eservices.archives.gov/orderonline/. 

 

With less complete info, you will probably be more successful with a USCIS Freedom of Information Act (FOIA) request.  

Their cost could be anywhere from free to USD $25 or more, depending on the quantity of records requested/found.  

Unfortunately, their turn-around time can be one or two years or more.

Creating A Wall Chart  
 

I always look forward to receiving the  Ancestry Weekly Journal . I find the articles helpful in 

my own  research and love what I learn in the articles entitled, The Year Was...  I have a suggestion for  

printing large wall charts.  

 

I recently hosted a òcousin partyó for my husbandõs relatives. I wanted to hang an hourglass wall chart so 

that family members could see the ancestors and descendants of the patriarch of their family.  

 

Family Tree Maker 2008  has an òexport to imageó option in the Publish section of the application. Rather 

than printing a large chart in .pdf and taping together, or exporting the chart and sending away for  

professional printing, the chart can be saved as an image file, taken to Staples and printed on their large  

format printer for $0.50 per foot! Iõm sure other office supplies/service retailers have the same services. 

Hereõs how:  
 

After creating a chart, click the òShareó icon (beside the òPrintó icon in the top right corner) and choose 

òexport to image.ó I saved my paternal hourglass chart as a .jpeg image. Save the file on your computer and 

then copy it to a thumb drive or CD and take it to the office supply/services store. They will format so that 

it looks the best on the particular width of paper they use. Our Staples has a plotter than prints on 30ó  

paper. My chart was seven feet long -- it was black and white and nothing fancy, other than the formatting I 

did within Family Tree Maker 2008. It was perfect for our party!  
 

We hung the chart at the party and asked guests to fill in missing people and dates and to add descendants.  

I now have tons more research to do to verify the information but I also have tons more clues to use to find 

those missing family members! M. Livingston Ancestry.com member for a very long time!

Larry Hurley Biographical Information  
EGSF Speaker: October 22, 2008 

 

I started collecting family history in the late 70õs and tried several venues to arrange the data without  

success. About 1987 a friend suggested PAF and that solved a lot of my problems. It wasnõt until I arrived 

in Florida in 2001 and joined the Charlotte County Genealogical Society that my interest bloomed. A great 

deal of my initial information came from family records. Fortunately, my family is long -lived ð e.g. I remember my grand-

motherõs grand-father, and this provided me a great start on my family history.  

 

The summer of 2004 I volunteered to scanned 20 years of Society records. The following December I was elected to  

the Board of Directors and assumed the title of òGenealogistó. As such, I wrote the òGenealogist Liaró column for our  

Geneagram. 

 

In 2005 I re -started a òComputer SIGó, using my laptop computer, with a help session before every monthly meeting.  

This evolved into a column in the Genagram with the same title that I continue to write.  

 

In December 2006 I was elected President beginning January 2007.  During the course of the year, we changed our Bylaws, 

which among other things changed the election to year to run from July 1 st  to June 30 th  the following year. Thus my term 

of office became 30 months.
