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V Preservation Tip of the Month ~ -- Removing Deteriorated Rubber Bands
by Becky Schipper

Removing deteriorated rubber bands that are on your old documents or family papers, albums, and books can
be a bit of a challenge. Before you begin the task, you will need a microspatula and weights. Eliminating deteriorated rubber
bands requires a very light touch. And it is a tremendous help if the documents or papers are in good condition.

To eliminate rubber bands that are soft and sticky, place the document on a clean, flat, substantial surface. Hold the
document in place with a weight on each end. Gently lift the rubber band with one hand and, with the other hand, slide the
microspatula between the paper and the rubber band slowly separating the two.

To remove residue left by dried rubber bands use the microspatula to gently scrape the residue from the paper. Be careful
not to damage the paper in the scraping process. Removal of rubber band residue or tacky material from fragile documents or
photographs should be done only by a conservator.

@ Millions of Alien Files to Become Permanent Records (USA)

On Wednesday June 3rd the National Archives (USA) in Washington DC will hold a signing ceremony between
the National Archives and the US Citizenship and Immigration Services (USCIS) to designate the National
Archives as the permanent home for the immigration files created on the millions of aliens residing in the United States in
1944 and those arriving since then. These 32 million files were designated for disposal and this agreement preserves these
precious records which include alien's current name, name used when entering the US, marital status, occupation, name and
address of employer and other information.

The new agreement authorizes the USCIS to send the Alien files (known as A -files) to the National Archives when 100 years
have passed from the birth of the file subject. The files will be stored in San Francisco and Kansas City starting later this

year. An index will be made available to support research use and they will be accessible at these two National Archives

regional facilities or by request. For more about this historic agreement go to:

Genealogical research entails tracing your blood kin beginning with yourself and working back one
generation at a time from what  you know to what you seek to learn. If you encounter evidence indicating
an ancestor may have been adopted or raised by someone other than the biological parents, this fact can often bring your
bloodline research to a screeching halt. It makes matters doubly difficult if you or a parent were adopted, as recent
records are more likely to be closed and inaccessible.

While you certainly may want to research the ancestry of adoptive parents or grandparents, many adoptees and

those researching adopted ancestors have a desire  to learn about their biological heritage. Many adoptees feel a need to
learn where they inherited their freckles, blue eyes, or left -handedness. Where do you turn when the usual records are either
sealed or apparently non -existent?

There are many resources for adoption research but the path to discovery often requires the sagacity of Sherlock Holmes, the
persistence of a Pit Bull, and more than a bit of luck. The place to start is within your own family. Until fairly recently, ado ption
was frequently a family matter and often handled informally with few or no official court records. Talk to elderly relatives who

may recall long -forgotten details. Look for papers in the attic, notes on the backs of old photos, family diaries or journals -
anything that might offer a clue.

Sometimes a child's name change or a revised listing of heirs in a will to include a new child, are the only legal or officia I clues
that a child may have been adopted. Census records sometimes list a child as being an "adopted daughter" regardless of
whether court records were ever established to legalize the adoption.

In the U.S.A., adoption laws vary from state to state, as do the courts that handle adoption cases. International adoption laws
also differ from country to country. So at the top of your agenda you will want to ascertain the location of the  birth and
adoption. Next, learn the laws and courts  having jurisdiction over adoptions in that country or state. Adoptions could have
been local or even international in scope. Emigration was sometimes the solution to the problem of orphaned children.

Many children from Great Britain were sent to Canada, for example.

It would be impossible to outline here the laws for every locality and every resource available in the search for birth paren ts of
an adopted ancestor, so the next best thing is to provide links to online resources where you can locate the information.

If you wish to make use of
the Adoption message boards it is important that you first read the special rules pertaining to posting on these boards in the
RootsWeb Acceptable Use Policy (AUP) .

If your adoption research queries  mention people who may possibly be living, or if you are attempting to locate living people, b e
sensitive to the privacy rights of  everyone involved.

In cases where families were traveling together, you may find the entire family listed on the passport of the father.

Other Online Collections:  The Ancestry.com Card Catalog can lead you to online publications that may include local
histories for port towns and maritime destinations. A quick search turned up History of Maritime Connecticut during

You will be shown how to complete the \-—
form. You will be given an envelope addressed to EGSF . _Include a check made out to EGSF for $6.00/film

and mail it along with the form to EGSF in the envelope provided. The library does not handle money.

Once EGSF receives your check, the Reference Desk is notified and then your films are ordered. It could take anywhere from

a week to three weeks for the film(s) to arrive at the library, unless they are on back order. Then it could take anywhere fr om
a month to three months.
