Grandma’s Clippings

This article is never going to get written. | am finding it too easy ¢oine distracted. My grandmother gave me thr
boxes of photos, clippings, and family genealogies. Between things | neverkaemes | had never seen, and thing
I had long since forgotten, | am nearly overwhelmed. In this week’s columrtalet’ss look at a few of the newspap
clippings and discuss some lessons learned and ideas for follow-up.

A Suicide or a Murder?

First Steps

To begin with, | will start by reviewing Kansas City, Missouri, newspapeJuly 1921 for any mention of the death
or an investigation into his death. | will also obtain a copy of the 10 July 1921¢yQillinois, Whig-Journal, which
apparently mentions the death. Based upon the clippings, | will have to desugpter for at least a month or so to
locate follow up articles on the investigation. While not mentioned inlifngirng, the local weekly paper in the town
where the uncle was from (and where his mother still lived at tieedfrhis death) should also be referenced. A sm
town paper may provide a slightly different perspective. These newseapeds can likely be obtained on microfilm
by my local library. | probably will have to do the actual searcheslimpseticularly when | do not have a specific
date or a span of several weeks or months must be searched.

Before making an interlibrary loan request of my librarian, | should do some grodndwearched Googil@ an
attempt to locate more general information on the newspapers or naiearadd that will interlibrary loan materials
from the desired area. A search for “Missouri newspapers microfilgultesl in several relevant hits, including one f
the newspaper library at the State Historical Society of MissAdditional Google searches could be conducted by
replacing the name of the state with the specific town. Since thtwis mentioned are fairly large, their own
libraries may have the newspapers on microfilm.

If my Internet searches are not successful, another resource lezknsthe appropriate USGenWsike for that
county. Pages for libraries in the areas where the newspapers wited pray also provide information on news-
papers available on microfilm. If those attempts fail, | can post quegesding the newspapers to the appropriate
message boards at Ancestry

Coroner Records

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George was born in North Carolina on 24 August 1853% spent a great deal of time at the home ophaternal grandmother
and his father's sister. One of his favorite passinvas listening to his aunt and grandmother rdcstonies of their younger
days. His grandmother, a descendant of North Gexgatriots and signers of tMecklenburg Declaration of Independence,
John McKnitt ALEXANDER and Major John DAVIDSON, itiked in George an interest and a sense of pridas family
history.

At about age ten, George discovered several olitboard boxes in his grandmother's chifforobe, winickuded old letters,
wills, deeds, indentures, receipts and other faddiguments going back to the late 1700s. In addititere were several ancien
family bibles, the oldest of which was printed iditburgh, Scotland, in 1692.

With these marvelous materials at hand, and tleerimdtion his aunt, grandmother and other family tmers could supply,
George began his genealogical odyssey. He begdnomanis first pedigree chart, using a roll of broparcel paper, a ruler and
a pencils and crayons. He began reading and résegiais family. In other words, he was hooked.

He has investigated leads in all sorts of matenraddl sorts of places. Libraries, archives andrttmuses are among his favorit
haunts. He is a master in working with and undeditey all types of vital records and census figs,ndex and Miracode
records, land and property records, deeds, indemtumd probate records. He is especially interéstde vast amount of
information that cemeteries and obituaries canigemand has presented a number of seminars otofiics His research has
taken him to government documents, newsletterggieals, newspapers, family associations andral§areunions.

SAN FRANCISCO, Nov 22, 2005 (AP Online via COMTEX) -- Google Inc. is giving #Bomto the U.S. Library
of Congress to help set up a system for creating digital copies of ranmeiats from around the world - the latest
step in Google's crusade to expand the amount of information that can be indegddtbyriet-leading search
engine.

With the donation announced Tuesday, Google becomes the first business to baaikldh®igital Library," a
concept that began to take shape about five months ago. The worldwide prograselismodeled after the Library,
of Congress' American Memory project launched 11 years ago.

Backed with $48 million in private donations and a $15 million infusion frometierél government, the American
Memory site at http://loc.gov/memory now has more than 10 million itemsdinglearly maps of the United State
as well as photos and letters from the Civil War.

Librarian of Congress James Billington now wants to create sintégrdevoted to other cultures outside the Unit
States and Europe.

Although nothing has been finalized, Billington initially envisions devotingelaegtions of the World Digital
Library to material from China, India and Islam.

"Much of this will be one-of-a-kind material that you won't be able to finghvlaere else," Billington said during a
Monday interview. "Getting the material out there (online) is reaijyortant. "We have already preserved a lot of
material that might have perished in other hands."
