If a code starts with a leading zero, you will neddd® iin®on't use the number
keys at the top of the keyboard; use of the number keypad isegqlihese have different codes assigned to them.
[Ed note: You may be out of luck if you are using a notebook computksss you purchase an external number pad
with USB input, which costs in the range of $20.]

Types of Records

The Military Records Collection contains a vayrief records. This section explains some of fes$ of records you might
find:

Death Lists and Casualty Indexes -These records contain information on soldiers wtazewkilled in action, or died from
wounds received in military service.

Draft Records - These records contain information on individualowégistered for military drafts.

Pension Records -These records contain information about officersalled veterans, needy veterans, widows/orphawstef-
ans, and veterans that received a pension frortierican government.

Registration Cards -These cards contain information about the men wéa@ wequired to register for a military draft.
