“The Southern Genedogist’s Exchange Society -
Brevard Chapter” with 16 charter members was
formed in 1968.1n 1975the name was changed to
the “Brevard Genedogicd Society” which pres-
ently maintains a membership population in the
150to 200range.

Education o members and the public is the pri-
mary god of BGS We focus on genedogicd re-
search methods, standards and new tedniques
through monthly programs, classs, projeds and
workshops.

BGS medings are scheduled for the second Mon-
day of every month a 9:30AM in the Centrd
Brevard Library, Cocoa Florida Programs ae
presented in the months of Sgptember through
June. Workshops are hdd in the months of July
and August. Our newdetter, Tradas in Ting is
published quarterly on paper and dedronicaly.

About 80 percent of our income from member-
ships is ent on the purchase of genedogicd
bodks for research with the focus being on the
southern states and the military. These books go
to the Centrd Brevard County Library in Cocoa
with which we have had along and close reletion-
ship. The Library staff provides the @adoging and
shelving for the @lledion of books, manuscripts,
periodicals and databases weve purchased and
colleded over the past 30-plus years.

Our most visible and popular projed is the pho-
tographing of grave markersin the caitra Brevard
caneeries with the god of indexing and placing
the digitd images on the Web for researchers.
This projed was the subjed of an article entitled
"Rock On!" in the January/ February 2005issue of
EvetasGenelay@ Hdpa magazine, page 29.

The Society, in conjunction with the Genedlogical
Society of North Brevard, the Genedogy Club of
Oscenla County and the Big Lake Family History
Society (Okeedobee County), indexed the 1885
Florida Sae Census for Brevad County and
placed it on the Web. We dso purchased the K
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Publications census images for Brevard County
and made them available to USGenWeb.
