Eighteenth-Century
Infantry and Cavalry
Recruiting During Wartime

(Die Einstellung von Rekrutn und Remonten; Heimat
im BShmen, pp 50-52. Translated by Karen Hobbs)

M ilitary recruiting for the infantry and cavalry was not
just financial obligation for the subjects of a given
Herrschaft. It required the consent of the Bohemian
legislature.

Right after the Turks' siege of Vienna ended in 1684,
the legislature called for 3917 recruits from Bohemia -
- a number which made up a full 32.6% of the total
(12,000) authorized for the entire Austrian army. By
1706 Bohemia was required to provide 6528 recruits.
The requirement was spread about the country in such
a way that each ten assessment or tax units provided
one recruit.

In 1677 Semeschitz had 11 and 11/16 assessment units
and had to provide one recruit every year. Only sons
of resident farmers and the liveried servants of the
noble manor were exempt, primarily to make sure
there was a sufficient labor force to perform robot.

Military tax revenues paid compensation for the
outfitting (uniform and equipment or kit) of each
recruit which amounted to 18 florins in 1684, 24
florins in 1693, 33 florins in 1702, 39 1/4 florins in
1707 and 41 florins in 1711. These amounts were
always for a more expensive outfit than the one a

recruit actually received. [Translator's note: It is
unclear who received the compensation. If it was up
to individual noblemen to outfit the soldiers recruited
on their estates it is possible that the nobles received
this allowance against whatever outfit they chose to
provide.]

The outfit of a new recruit included a first uniform of
good gray fabric, a bayonet (Seitengewehr), and a
half-month's salary of 2 guilders. Later each recruit
received a bayonet or dagger, a belt with a cartridge
pouch, and finally a musket called a "Flinte." This
equipment had a value of four guilders and each
recruit had to pay for his own with an initial payment
of 4 florins plus an advance of 8 florins against two
months' salary. The military authorities took it upon
themselves to request funds to outfit each recruit from
the general population. They did not, however, ask
only for the 41 florins that the outfit cost. They
demanded 61 florins and from that they pocketed a
profit of 20 florins.

The noble landlords were only too happy to tolerate
this extortion because then they did not have to take
personal responsibility or worry about anything
associated with selection, nourishment, guarding, or
forwarding recruits to collection points -- a duty which
often was quite unpleasant for the military officials.
They did not often reject recruits because they were
too old, too small or had too few teeth to hold a
cartridge in their mouths. Sometimes a recruit would
escape after considerable expense had already been
met on his behalf. When that happened the noble
landlord had to provide an alternate and he might
demand that the escaped recruit's family pay for the
new man's outfit. A given regiment could also recruit
anywhere within the state or even within the empire as
long as the regiment held an imperial patent (to a
license to recruit usually held by the regiment's
Inhaber - its top officer).

A similar system existed for recruiting cavalry troops.

A Cuirassier's outfit (heavy cavalry wearing breast
armor) cost the state 65 florins and a Dragoon cost 52
florins although the real costs involved were about 20-
24 florins more. When suitable horses could not be
found among farm horses, horse handlers from all over
the empire provided them for cash payments.

When soldiers spread throughout the countryside
during peacetime maneuvers, local people had to
provide quarters for them. This service was given a
value that was to be deducted from direct taxes along
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with the expense of providing soldiers with certain
necessary requirements known as the Servis. That
meant that the householder (landlord) had to provide
soldiers and lower ranks up to sergeant and sergeant of
the guard housing, light, firewood and salt -- although
many also faced additional illegal demands. The duty
did not end with housing soldiers temporarily when
they were nearby because local soldiers returning after
years in the army, sometimes as invalids, might also
become the charges of the community. A home
village might find itself in the position of having to
support the veteran and his family as well.

The following petitions to the Herrschaft from a later
period shows that the population wanted relief from
the burden of recruiting, military service and providing
quarters for soldiers (Einquartierung) more than any
other.

Presented on October 29, 1757. The Burgermeister
and Rath (city council) of the city of Hostau who for
want of these departed (deserted, escaped) inducted
recruits prays that your most high excellence
(Hochgraflich Excellenz) deems mercifully to permit
the subject people of the Hostau Herrschaft to provide
two of their own to induct as replacements. Decision:
Approved.

October 30, 1758:

Michl Jung, innkeeper from Mirckowitz, who upon the
instigation of Simon Hansowitz stole various Strich of
oats from the Herrschafts Meierhof at Hassetitz, for
which he has already been punished, yet is now being
taken as a recruit because of this, asks to be released
from recruitment since he has a wife and child.

The opinion of the manorial administrator:

This burglary was made worse since the threshing
floor was broken and the punishment was not adequate
for such damage and in order to make an example to
others who may consider similar crimes and who also
fear having to live as a soldier as the worst
punishment, we ask that your excellence the count
graciously sentence him to induction as a recruit.

1761: .

Catharina Weyssin, innkeeper’s wife from Hoch-
Semlowitz whose husband, since his son disappeared
after induction, has served as a recruit for this village
for two years, was promised by the farmer named
Garlick that the community would provide her with 2
Strich of wheat each year but up to now she has
received nothing but a herder's cottage in which to live
and which she must abandon if a herder is hired, asks

your high grace to order that the community provide
the 2 Strich of wheat and a place for her to live.

Recommendations of the administrator:

In such hard times as thesc the contributions for the
poor and their following disbursements are seriously
impacted and depend entirely on the high imperial
count's benevolent good will. Relief for one whose
child must go as a recruit can only be followed by
similar demands from others.

Decision: "Cannot be allowed at this time."

The village of Zwirschens' community farmers of the
Herrschaft Hostau, where normally only two men have
been billeted, which has not been reimbursed for
providing billets for the second year for 11 Dragoons
when the entire squadron meets here for muster and
exercises, whose upkeep (rations) was demanded free
of charge in addition to a supply of straw for bedding
and animals, which they cannot supply any longer
without suffering themselves, begs your most gracious
imperial excellence the high count to grant with
greatest benevolence to order reimbursement from
other villages that have not provided billeting and that
they should also help out with the supply of straw.

The same is asked by the farmers of the village of
Gramatin who are currently billeting 17 men but who
previously only had 12 men in their quarters.

The opinion of the sovereign's administrator. (Letter to
the sovereign count)

The villages of Zwierschen, (old) Gramatin, Schlattin
and Schottarschen cannot be helped to (Ausquartieren)
get rid of their Dragoners. That they should supply
food to the military has been disallowed by this office,
and if they were not so stubborn and would follow the
orders of this office the soldiers would go and ask their
officers to make changes to the billeting arrangements.
In the meantime I have sent this to the Royal Kreisamt
and requested that they register a complaint because of
insufficient food supplies. I have also asked the Royal
Kreisamt on several occasions to make the changes but
I have not been able to convince them by myself.

Concerning the help with the straw for men and
animals this we cannot arrange, because they
themselves remain with the so-called "Tung" (supplies
stored underground in earthen cellars) so they also
have to obtain the straw elsewhere. But if your high
imperial excellence the count would gracefully grant
them this request then the farmers (peasants) on the




Hostau side (from Hostau) would have to collect and
supply the straw while the farmers on the Teinitzer and
Zetschowitzer side (from Teinitz and Zetschowitz),
because of their four-years-long care provided to
young military horses, would not participate in it.

Reply of the Count.
We will write to the Kreisamt on this account.

1779:

Jakob Holzmann from the village of Mukowa whose
son was inducted in the last recruitment drive, while
he was apprenticed to learn the roofing profession
(Ziegel Decker = tile roofer) and had been released
(freed) to serve in the Olivier Wallis Infantry
Regiment, requests that his son, Lorenz, be
benevolently released from military duty.

Assessment: During the last recruitment drive not only
experienced Masters in the professions but also
apprentices, due to the lack of alternate persons, had to
accept being taken away as recruits, this also befell
Lorenz Holzmann. In the case that another able man
can voluntarily be substituted for him, and since he
anticipates no taxable business, then he can be released
from military services in turn in this and in no other
fashion.

Note in contemporary German.

An official decision in this regard is missing and since
the implicated person had no hereditary tax or robot
obligatory to take over he was of no interest to the
Herrschaft. He had to provide a replacement himself.

The Celts in Moravia and the
Vestiges They Left Us

Long before Slavic tribes came to settle in Moravia in
the 7th and 8th century CE, Germanic tribes had
roamed the Moravian countryside, all the while
establishing settlements and later wandering on. This
was followed by the Volkerwanderung, a restless
period of European resettlement recognized today as
the largest migration of peoples in European history
(200-700 CE).

Wandering tribes often left behind evidence of their
brief sojourn. This came to light in Moravia when
archeological research began on a summer day in
1861. It was in Miglitz (Mohelnice) that, during the
construction of a starch factory, numerous ancient urns
were unearthed. The urns contained the funerary ashes
of an unknown people.

Eventually, more than 100 of these clay urns were
unearthed. The urns, left as gifts to the dead, were
found in burial mounds. The characteristic bands
which embellished the pots and burial urns helped to
distinguish the culture from which they had come.
Since that day, Moravia has been a fertile ground for
archeologists and still is today. ‘

Celts in Moravia?

It takes only a cursory look through the online
encyclopedia Wikipaedia to realize the Roman tribal
name of Celtus is the first literary reference to the
Celtic people. The Greeks have known them as keltoi
or hidden people, as stated by the Greek Hecataeus in
517 BCE. According to Greek mythology, Celtus was

the son of Heracles and Celtine, the daughter of
Bretannus. Celtus became the primogenitor of the
Celts. The Romans used Celtae to refer to the
European continental Celtic tribes, but apparently not
to insular Celts living on the British mainland.

Hence, to the Romans the Celts were of Central
European origins and migrated from there in their
expansion to the east, well past Moravia, to the west as
far as Spain and of course, then on to the “insular”
British mainland.

The “Hallstatt” culture. (1200-500 BCE)

With the beginning of the Iron Age in Europe about
1200 BCE, centering around Austria, Hungary,
Germany and western Bohemia a unique culture
appeared for the first time, known as the Hallstatt or
Urnenfelder (Urn fields) culture. It is considered to be
the oldest Celtic culture. Discovered in the 19th
century and named after the modern Austrian town of
Halistatt in the Salzkammergut where a large burial
ground containing striped urns with the ashes of

the deceased, as well as, iron objects, trinkets and
glass beads, dating to the Iron Age. It was the first
typical Celtic culture that was to spread over most of
Europe in the first millennium BCE.

We only know about these early Celts from the Greeks
and Romans in their writings and stories, as those
Celts left no written history. We do know that the
Romans feared them as barbaric warriors who scared
the legionaries and centurions witless with their fierce
cries, sitting naked, high on their steeds, when
attacking them.

When the Celts came to Moravia

The Celts, arriving in Moravia around 400 BCE, were
at the end of a long line of prehistoric settlers in
Moravia. Among the earliest arrivals preceding the
Celts were people from the Lausitz Culture who came
from the river Danube in Austria 400 years earlier (ca.
800 BCE). They left numerous gravesites, particularly
on the western shore of the river Morava (March) near
the modern towns of Heilendorf (Postaelmov),
Doubrawitz (Doubravice) and Schmohle(Zwole).

Around Morawitschan (Moraviéany) near Miiglitz
(Mohelnice), archeologists found the largest ancient
graveyard in Moravia with more than 1,000 graves.
Thousands of vessel like jars and pots, hundreds of
simple iron trinkets, jewelry, needles, amber and glass
beads, as well as, knifes, razors, spinning bobs,
amulets and a unique mold for casting iron sickles



were unearthed in one of the most successful
archeological digs in northern Moravia.

The walled settlement of Obersko, on a character-
istically flattened hilltop, dating back to the Lausitz
culture, situated between the modern villages of
Lechovice (Lechowitz) and Jermany (Irtzmann), was
likely destroyed by the approaching Celts around 400
BCE.

A unique find of that period was an oven probably
used for baking bread or firing pottery and a bronze
sword unearthed by a plowman working his field near
Ziadlovitz. The tribe of Celts that left a lasting
impression on the Moravian countryside were those
that brought the La Téne culture with them. (500 BCE
to 100 BCE)

La Téne: the culture of distinction

In defining Celtic culture, one that is most readily
used, is the La Téne culture. The name La Téne comes
from a small village on Lake Neufchatel in
Switzerland where the first definitive artifacts of a
distinctive Celtic culture were found by which we
know it today.

It was there where a particular style of artwork,
metalwork, goldsmithing, and pottery originated, that
defined the masterful art of the Celts that we instantly
recognize as Celtic design in today’s world where life
ended and the afterlife began as though there was

no stop in the action. Consequently, many of the day-
to-day precious possessions of the people ended up
being buried with them. Women were buried with their
spangles, jewelry and household goods and men with
their chariots, weapons, gold and silver. The elaborate
gold work, such as the torcs, as well as the swirling
designs known as Celtic knotwork, reached their
zenith in the La Téne period. It has been said they
expressed their religious beliefs in their art form.
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Archeologists have discovered over 150 graveyards in
Moravia that date to this period. Among these are
large Necropolises containing hundreds of graves,
others in smaller sites, and individual graves in the
villages and the country-side.

The most prolific Celtic sites in Moravia were
undoubtedly in the oppidum (fortified city settlement)
Staré Hradisko near Protivanov and Mount Hostyn
near Bystaice pod Hostynem (Bistritz). Many of the
illustrated artifacts shown here were found at Staré
Hradisko

With the La Téne culture, the Celts became a
flourishing, rich civilization in Moravia. The glory that
was Celtica found full flower during this period.
Among the unique discoveries, was pottery produced
on a turntable for the first time, decorated with vertical
comb striations and slender containers in vase form.
For the first time burial sites contained silver and gold
coinage to be used as legal tender in the afterlife.

The story goes, that at a spot on the shoreline of Lake
Neufchatel, when in 1858 the lake receded to a very
low level and exposed an archeological treasure trove.
The lake bottom was strewn with metal objects.
Thrown there by inhabitants of the lakeshore
settlements. The pieces found were of such exquisite
beauty that at first, it was believed that the area might
have been one of a large votive sacrifice.

La Téne culture defined the Celts as a real civilization,
one that is differentiated from the rudimentary group
of primitive tribal design. The period produced
grander and more elaborate designs, and some of the
greatest artwork of the period.



It was from the middle La Téne period, that we find
pieces in the archeological digs in the Moravia.

La Téne also featured a complete changeover from
cremation to inhumation, or full body burial. As a
result, the period now produced artifacts of gold and
exquisite design in gravesites. The Celtic view of life
and death was that when a person died, they would be
able to pick up from where life ended and the afterlife
began as though there was no stop in the action.
Consequently, many of the day-to-day precious
possessions of the people ended up being buried with
them. Women were buried with their spangles, jewelry
and household goods and men with their chariots,
weapons, gold and silver. The elaborate gold work,
such as the torcs, as well as the swirling designs
known as Celtic knotwork, reached their zenith in the
La Téne period. It has been said they expressed their
religious beliefs in their art form.

Recent discovery of Celtic artifacts from Moravska
Teebova (Miihrisch Triibau)

In Moravskotaebovské Vlastividné Listy (vol. 10, p. 4-
9), a periodical published by the town museum in
Moravska Taebova, contained an article by Mgr
Radomir Tichy titled Doba Bronzova na
Moravskotaebovsku, [The Bronze Age in the
Moravska Teebova region]. If summarized the results
of recent research conducted by the author and others.
The research revealed Bronze Age artifacts of the La
Téne and Hallstatt periods.

Around the small city of Miste¢ko Tmavka (Tiirnau)
five localities are described where many pottery shards
and even a bronze ax were unearthed as recently as
1997. They are on exhibit at the Moravska Teebova
city museum under the aegis of its Director, Jana
Martinkova PhD. The author describes in great detail
each location of the dig and its treasures.

Mgr Tichy was active on locality five in September
1997, January and May of 1998, located south of the
town Miste¢ko Trnavka. A total of 336 pieces of
ceramic shards and flint like shards and artifacts were
found. The settlement was assigned, in part, to the
Hallstatt Umnenfelder culture (U fields) and also to
the La Téne culture.

As in all archeological digs, finding artifacts was only
a secondary goal. The projects primary purpose was to
establish the geometric size and outline of the settle-
ment and the number of inhabitants it had at one time
housed.

In all five locations, over 500 ceramic and flinty
shards, as well as, artifacts were found , some of them
0.7 meters below ground.

Vestiges in language

Archeologists claim to have discovered more than 400
Celtic settlements of both cultures in Moravia. The
Celts had no written language nor did they leave any
written symbols behind that could be interpreted
today. However, the names of towns, villages, rivers
and mountains were often taken over by the Germanic
and later the Slavic tribes settling in the area. Here is a
sample of place names that probably were inherited
from the Celts.

* Miiglitz (Mohelnice)}—Likely derived from the
Celtic word mogul meaning Burial Mound. (Czech
mohil)

* Moletein (Moletin)}—Probably derived from the
Celtic Molodunum, in German Miihisteinberg or
millstone hill. Indicated is probably the Hduslerberg
situated very near the village, where Celtic
stonemasons hew millstones from the sandstone
outcropping.

» Morava (March)—The principal river in Moravia
likely derived from the Indo-Germanic expression
mori meaning body of water.

* Moravitschan (Moravi¢any)—As above from mori
body of water.



Celtic Decline

With the approach of the marauding Quads (Germanic
tribes) from what is today’s central Germany (Rhine-
Main area) the period of Celtic influence that has
survived in northern Moravia for close to 400 years
ended before the start of the first millennium (around
100 BCE). For the next 700 years the area witnessed a
progression of wandering Germanic tribes throughout
the years of the Volkerwanderung. The Romans never
reached into Moravia, but their traders utilized
commercial routes passing through the area. The
Bernsteinstrasse (Amber Road), no more than a
country lane at that time, servicing the commercial
trade between the Baltic States and the Roman
Empire, wound its way near today’s cities of
Moravska Teebova, Mohelnice and Brno (Briinn).
When the first Slavic tribes arrived in the 6th century
CE they must have encountered sporadic remnants of a
Germanic population and sensed the ghosts of those
brave souls that had settled the land before them.

PALATSCHINKEN -

Palatachmken-ohemian Style
(not to be confused with crepes!!!) they are somewhat
thicker and browner. This is considered "fast food"...

Recipe makes 12 skins

Batter:

1 3/4 cup flour

2 eggs

1 Tb sugar

1/2 cup milk

1/3 cup soda or bubbly mineral water



Beat and let stand for 1/2 hour. After that it should be

of a creamy consistency and should run easily to cover

a hot crepe pan.
Heat oil in crepe pan, wipe out and put a dab of
butter into pan and then pour batter into it,
brown to desired color. Stack skins with
waxpaper layers. In this stage it is ready to

. freeze to have on hand.

Filling: put ingredients into blender in this order:

1/4 c buttermilk

1 egg

One 8 oz package Philadelphia cream cheese

1 Tablespoon vanilla pudding (the boiling kind)

Zest of 1/2 lemon (finely grated)

2 heaped tablespoon yellow raisins.

Mix and spread this filling over crepe skin, roll up and

put into an oval baking dish and bake 20 minutes at

350F. Serve either with a rum sauce, stewed apples or

berry mush.

Here it is served alongside an Egerlander wild
mushroom-potato soup for a complete meal.

Wallachei Plaque Dedication

Plaque Dedicated July 21, 2007

“Wallachei”, commonly pronounced Walla-hi, is a
neighborhood in the southwest corner of New Ulm
where deer and buffalo once grazed. In the early days
of New Ulm it was sparsely populated with hard-
working families of German and German-Bohemian
decent, with a few Scandinavians and Irish sprinkled
here and there, and was a place to pasture horses and
cultivate large gardens. The only portion of Wallachei
still undisturbed is South Park where the plaque now
stands.

Speaker Leo Traurig, a GBHS member and retired
New Ulm educator, gave an extremely interesting
historical account of the Wallachei neighborhood that
was anchored by the Hauenstein Brewery where many
of the Wallachei residents were employed.



Leo spoke of his personal experiences growing up in
the Wallachei where he remembers playing kitten ball,
playing tin-can hockey on the skating rink, and buying
penny candy at the neighborhood grocery store.

Music was provided
by Frank Lindmeyer on concertina and Benny Seifert
on horns. One of the numbers they played was the
“Wallachei Schlacht”. GBHS members were well
represented at the dedication with some dressed in
their traditional Tracht.
