Santa Anna Class was organized June 11, 1914 with a charter membership of 36 members. Rev. S. S.
Stanton D.D. President, Rev. Clyde Havens Pastor. A Subscription Paper was immediately circulated by T. J.
Bell for the erection of a church. It was decided by the trustees of the Indiana Conference that the Santa
Anna Class should receive one thousand dollars of the insurance from the East Washington church also the
Church Bell. Thomas J. Bell obtained subscriptions to the amount of $1,747.70. The Santa Anna Church was
completed Nov. 25th 1914 at a total cost of $3,556.00, and was dedicated on Sunday, November 29, 1914.
