Call to Order 
President H. Werner called the Council to order at 9:05 a.m.  Board members in attendance were President H. Werner, First Vice President P. DeHaan, Second Vice President B. Allison, Chaplain L. Hixson, Recording Secretary J. Quinn, Corresponding Secretary J. Hull, Treasurer J. Mulso, Librarian B. J. Leman, and Curator T. Helferich.  Prospective members C. Chrisman and V. Chrisman attended.  Attendance Sign-in Sheet on file.  
Officer's Reports

President H. Werner
Michigan has enjoyed an active year.  Both chapters meet quarterly and prospective members are invited to attend chapter meetings. Articles and photographs are contributed for publication in each edition of our national 1812 News-Letter.  Donations continue to Star Spangled Banner Flag House, Ft. McHenry, Michigan VA facilities, repair of Headquarters Museum roof, Crossnore School and Hindman Settlement School, and toward the Preservation of St. Michael’s Church window, Princetown (Dartmoor) England plus purchasing 12 copies of Savor the Spirit cookbook.  Michigan Society made a donation to 1812 Headquarters in memory of our associate member, HPN P.Trolinger.  Expression of sympathy was mailed to the family.

January 23, 2010 found 21 members attending the Reenactment of the Battle of the River Raisin held annually in Monroe, Michigan.  Afterward, a joint luncheon-meeting was held with NSDU Hannibal Farrell chapter.

March 27, 2010 found Michigan holding its 111th State Council meeting in Lansing, Michigan with our first CALL to COUNCIL being sent via email.  This year was a Native American theme, with beautiful hand carved wooden peace pipes, flutes, tomahawks, hatchets, knives, medicine wheels and rain sticks made by member J. Hull’s step-father, R. Brown, a wood crafter.  The program was given by A. Hodges (part Potawatomi Indian) of Nokomis Native American Cultural Learning Center in Okemos, MI.  She performed Native American dance routines and spoke to us of customs and dress.  Her deerskin, hand-beaded dress took more than 6 years to complete.

MICHIGAN IS PREPARING FOR THE BICENTENNIAL OF THE WAR OF 1812

Spring 2010 T. Helfrich, J. Mulso, B. Allison and J. Quinn presented 1812 JROTC medals to cadets at Wayne Memorial High School and Lincoln High School in Warren, MI.  Michigan Society was well represented with 9 members attending 118th Associate Council in Washington, DC.

May 15, 2010 Hartland Village Cemetery, Hartland, MI – attended grave marking of 1812 veterans: 

· George Buckley, Swift and Dobbin Regiment, New York Volunteers 
· George "Warren" Huntley, Captain Davidson's Company, Light Infantry, NY Volunteer Militia
May 28, 2010 Members of General Alexander Macomb chapter participated in decorating and marking of graves of 1812 veterans John Miller and David Ross, Mount Avon Cemetery in Rochester, MI.  Veterans from other wars were remembered in this ceremony.

June 4, 2010 General George Armstrong Custer statue in Monroe, MI was 100 years old.  Michigan members attended the Custer Statue Centennial Ceremonies.  The Quilters Guild of Monroe, MI presented a beautiful quilt to Monroe Historical Museum, with scenes depicting the Battle of the River Raisin.

June 18, 2010 Michigan 1812 members attended the Michigan Bicentennial Commission on the War of 1812 meeting on Belle Isle at Dossin Museum in Detroit.  The Commission issued invitations to all states that touch the Great Lakes, including 1812 state presidents.  Attendance was good with over 80 present.  Next commission meeting scheduled October 2010 at Put-In-Bay, Ohio.  This collaboration is bringing to the forefront the importance of celebration of Bicentennial of War of 1812.

July 30 & 31, 2010-1812 Grand Tactical at Sackets Harbor, New York.  Members K. Bendix-Rowland, L. Reynolds (both in period dress) and State President Werner attended.

October 2010 Stephen Preston chapter members marked the grave of 1812 veteran Joshua Briggs, buried Briggs Cemetery, Rockford, Kent County, MI.  The chapter has voted to award 6 JROTC medals to cadets in Grand Rapids, MI area. Members purchased two $25.00 ‘wish list’ stars from Christmas tree at the Michigan VA facility located in Grand Rapids.  This chapter continues to offer for sale:  1812 luggage tags, insignia pouches, Stars & Stripes note cards and embroidered linens.
November 6, 2010 Gerald R. Ford Presidential Museum in Grand Rapids sponsored the 15th Christmas on the Grand – Michigan Society was chosen again to participate and decorate an 1812 themed tree in lobby of Museum.  Both chapters participated, had lunch, and delivered 700 Thanksgiving themed placemats to Michigan VA facility located in Grand Rapids.

Documenting War of 1812 veterans buried in Michigan project is continuing project.  It is possible that 3,000 veterans are buried in the state.  This year Michigan Society submitted 124 veterans' grave location record forms.  Stephen Preston chapter ordered 19 government headstones, with 18 being placed, and submitted 1 Real Daughter grave marker permit.  

Michigan Real Daughter of 1812 Veterans Project- 29 Real Daughters have been identified buried in our state.  J. Hull and J. Quinn are co-chairmen.  These Real Daughters have been documented with photographs of headstones, including Mrs. Frances Gray Smith (Michigan Society state #1) buried in Rome, Italy.  Through their efforts and Historian National M. Duffe’s friend in Italy – we have a photo of Mrs. Smith and a photo of her headstone….oh, the wonders of internet communication!!!  (Report on file)
First Vice President P. DeHaan
This officer attended the State Council in 2010, attended Associate Council April, 2010 and the State 1812 Commission meeting in Detroit, MI. She also serves as the State Veteran’s Chair and is working on the Soldiers Buried in Michigan Project. She participated with the Christmas tree on the Grand, and helped take down the tree also. She plans on attending the Niagara meeting in March of the 1812 Commission and Associate Council in Washington, D.C. in April. This officer also serves as State Council Chairman for 2012 and National Scrapbook Chairman. She stands ready to serve the society in any way possible. (Report on file)

Recording Secretary J. Quinn
Minutes of the 2010 State Council were completed and filed in a binder for storage.  They were posted on the Michigan State Society website by J. Hull, Website Chairman.   

J. Hull and I completed the research on the 29 Real Daughters who joined the N.S.U.S.D. 1812 in Michigan.  Twenty-seven of them are buried in Michigan, one in California, and one in Rome, Italy, with a memorial marker in Algonac, St. Clair County, MI.  Photos have been taken for our archives.  

On May 28, 2010, this Officer attended the Memorial Day Remembrance Ceremony for patriots of many wars held at Avon Cemetery in Rochester, Michigan. I gave a brief memorial for John Miller, a patriot of the War of 1812.  This event was commemorated with our photo in the Oakland Press newspaper, and that photo is also posted on our website. 

On June 18, 2010, this Officer had the pleasure of presenting an 1812 JROTC medal to high school student M. Bibbee at the Lincoln High School, Van Dyke Public Schools Awards and Honors Program, in Warren, MI.   Michael was delighted with his new medal and very proud of it.   Pictures were placed on our Chapter esite. 

On November 5, 2010, I attended the tree decorating event at the Gerald Ford Museum in Grand Rapids, MI. It was an enjoyable event including a break for lunch. Our tree display complete with handcrafted tall ship is lovely.

As State Historian I have kept a scrapbook of state activities for both Chapters, highlighting our historical activities.
May 28, 2010 GAM Chapter members attended the Memorial Day Remembrance Ceremony for patriots of many wars held at Avon Cemetery in Rochester, Michigan.  J. Mulso dressed as a grieving widow and J. Quinn gave a brief memorial for John Miller, a patriot of the War of 1812.  Photos were in the Oakland Press newspaper.
June 18, 2010 GAM Chapter awarded a JROTC medal to M. Bibbee at Van Dyke Public Schools Lincoln High in Warren, MI.  SP Chapter ordered six JROTC medals to be awarded to 1 male and 1 female student at each of the three Grand Rapids, Michigan Public Schools for demonstrating qualities, including Academic Excellence, Patriotism and upright character in speech and habits, which exemplify the ideals upon which our Nation was founded.
SP Chapter purchased six 1812 flag holder markers for future markings of Veterans buried in Michigan.  SP Chapter ordered 19 Government headstones for 1812 and 18 have been installed.    
Both Michigan Chapters designed, printed and delivered 700 Thanksgiving themed placemats for the Grand Rapids Home for Veterans to enjoy at Thanksgiving.  Two DVD discs about the Hospital's history were obtained to be shared with our members.  

Stephen Preston Chapter donated a book “Our Flag was Still There” and loaned the video of “Fort McHenry” to the Pine Island Elementary School in appreciation of the 3 third grade classes who made Christmas cards for the Grand Rapids Home for Veterans.   The cards were delivered to the Veterans by Stephen Preston Chapter Veterans Chairman.  The Chapter also purchased and delivered 2 wrapped Christmas presents to the Veterans Wishes Christmas Tree.  We are trying to increase knowledge of the history of the American people, starting by teaching third graders.  
J. Hull, P. DeHaan and C. Darling, members of Stephen Preston Chapter and J. Quinn from General Alexander Macomb Chapter are continuing to find, verify and photograph 1812 soldiers buried in Michigan.  J. Hull (SP) and J. Quinn (GAM) have researched and photographed all Real Daughters in Michigan.  N.S.U.S.D. 1812 Michigan State Society will be producing two books; 1812 Veterans buried in Michigan and Real Daughters buried in Michigan. 

October 16, 2010 several members of Stephen Preston Chapter went to Rockford, MI for a gravestone marking to honor War of 1812 Veteran Joshua Briggs.  He was buried in an unmarked grave surrounded by 3 of his children and their spouses.  The Rockford Squire Newspaper was present for pictures and a wonderful article for the community to enjoy.
November 2010 with members representing GAM and SP, the N.S.U.S.D. 1812 Michigan State Society decorated a Christmas tree at the Gerald R. Ford Presidential Museum with a War of 1812 theme.  This is the second year of this event that not only gets our Society name out in the public but gives the two Michigan Chapters a chance to join together for special events.

P. DeHaan, J. Hull, J. Mulso, and H. Werner will attend the War of 1812 Great Lakes Collaborative Meeting on 29 & 30 April 2011.  All states that touch the Great Lakes and Canada will be represented.    

Budget and Finance

Mrs. Werner mentioned the Andrew Hunter Holmes Chapter funds and whether they should be used for marking the graves of Real Daughters.  There is $303. in this fund.  Email Board approval is needed before money can be distributed or a grave can be marked.  

2010 state donations were not sent in; they were due December 1 to the National Treasurer. They will be combined with 2011 donations.

Correct use of the Flag  
The flag and insignia of the Daughters of 1812 is displayed as often as our two chapters gather both individually and collectively. This year, with direction from the Stephen Preston Chapter, the State Society was extended an invitation to decorate a Christmas tree in the lobby of the Gerald Ford Presidential Library and Museum. The tree exhibited flags, ships, anchors, and the flower of our Society, the white carnation. This presentation was framed in the background by a quilt stitched by  a local textile artist. The display included brochures about our Society as well a business cards with contact information for both chapter Registrars. The tree can be viewed at the link below.

Michigan Historical Landmarks

Michigan has an ongoing project to locate, document and mark graves of War of 1812 Veterans.  There are an estimated 3,000 veterans buried in Michigan.

Real Daughter Project J. Hull and J. Quinn have worked diligently to locate and document the 29 known Real Daughters buried in Michigan.  Qualifications for the Real Daughter category, besides being daughters of an 1812 veteran, these ladies must have also been members of N.S.U.S.D. 1812.  

Listed here are just a few Michigan War of 1812 era monuments:  General Alexander Macomb monument, Detroit; War of 1812 Dead burial grounds, Detroit; Ft. Drummond, Drummond Island; Ft. Holmes and Ft. Mackinac, both located on Mackinac Island; Mackinac Island and the Straits; several 1812 markers and monuments in city of Monroe and finally River Raisin National Battlefield and Park (March 2010, dedicated 22 October 2010) located Monroe, Michigan. · Several members of our chapters walked in Memorial Day parades in period costume. 

· We have decorated the graves of newly identified 1812 soldiers who are buried here in Michigan. We have received local attention in area newspapers for several new 1812 soldier grave stone dedications this past year. John Miller in Rochester, Michigan and Joshua Briggs in Rockford, Michigan. We have a few more grave dedications planned for 2011. 

· We have supported our local veteran homes with various donations for socks, gift cards and hygiene supplies.

· A chapter purchased two $25.00 gift Stars with veteran wishes for Christmas.

· We collaborated with a local school; children made Christmas cards for veterans. Many children wrote colorful and imaginative cards saying “Thank You for serving our Country”. To show our appreciation for their help we purchase a book for their school library entitled “Our Flag Was Still There” telling the story of Fort McHenry and the writing of our National Anthem. A VHS tape about Fort McHenry was also loaned to them to be use throughout the school classrooms to grades K-6 as an additional teaching tool.

· We had printed 700 Thanksgiving placemats for veterans’ trays on Thanksgiving Day saying “Thank you for your Service” at the Veterans home in Grand Rapids.

Chapter Presidents' Reports
General Alexander Macomb Chapter  
General Alexander Macomb Chapter of 1812 has been busy participating in many events and projects. 

During the Memorial Day weekend, several chapter members gathered at Mt. Avon 
Cemetery along with members of Stoney Creek Chapter, DAR and Hannibal 
Farrell Daughters of the Union 1861-1865, to decorate the graves of soldiers that fought 
in the Revolutionary War, War of 1812, and the Civil War. I was dressed in 1812 mourning attire. 

Seven chapter members attended a Grave Marking at Highland Village Cemetery along 
with two members from the Stephen Preston Chapter. This marking was a celebration of 
the life of soldiers from the War of 1812 and the Civil War. Re-enactors represented both wars. 

In June of 2010 General Alexander Macomb Chapter was represented at the Great 
Lakes Collaborative on the Bicentennial of the War of 1812 by three members, State 
President Helene Werner, R. Rice and myself. There were representatives from many 
organizations including several National Historical Parks, various tourism agencies, 
public media personnel, several 1812 Bicentennial Commissions, and the NSUSD of 
1812. Representatives from nine states and several cities in Ontario, Canada 
attended. Much information was presented by the various groups about different events 
being planned to commemorate the War of 1812. 

In July, a window display was placed at the Auburn Hills Public Library and featured information  about the proper use of the flag. 

The General Alexander Macomb Chapter gave several JROTC Awards. N. Lecky- 
Chascsa gave medals at Wayne Memorial High School. J. Quinn presented a medal 
at Lincoln Memorial High School in Warren, MI and B. Allison gave awards to Tomcat . 

November found the members gathering in Grand Rapids to decorate the 1812 State 
Christmas tree at the Gerald R. Ford Museum. This is the second year that the State has 
had a tree at the "Christmas on the Grand". 

General Alexander Macomb chapter joined with Stephen Preston Chapter in providing Thanksgiving placemats for the Veterans Home in Grand Rapids. 
We are fortunate to have two members that have been acting as Iiaisons between the 
many 1812 bicentennial groups in the Monroe area. Thank you to J. Bargeon and 
L. Reynolds for their involvement and time. 

Judy made arrangements for the chapter to have a meeting at a church in 
the Monroe area after members attended the Remember the River Raisin Battle Event in January. At the ceremony, I had the honor of presenting a "Spirit of 1812 Award" to L. Reaume. She also works at the Monroe County Historical Museum and is a member of Friends of the River Raisin Battlefield.

Stephen Preston Chapter

Stephen Preston Chapter’s current membership is 20 adults, 4 FADD’s and 12 Junior and Ensigns (4 juniors and 8 Ensigns). Three of our Chapter members serve on the Michigan State Board and two members serve as National Chairman.   

Our chapter collects money for the Star Spangled Banner Flag House and donations for the Grand Rapids Home for Veterans at every chapter meeting. This year our chapter voted to donate $200.00 each toward the repair of the 1812 Museum roof and the restoration of St. Michael’s Church Window.

Three of our chapter members attended the 118th Associate Council in DC where we sold some of our chapter fundraisers as well as luggage tags for the Michigan State Society.  

At our April 17, 2010 meeting in Middleville, MI, our chapter scrapbook and ancestor scrapbook were on display for members to see.  Our Correct Use of the Flag Chairman Wilma Diesen presented a photograph showing the placement of stars for each state admitted.  A potluck was enjoyed by our members following the meeting. 

October 16, 2010 chapter meeting was hosted at the home of our chapter member C. Darling.  A surprise delivery of 12 Savor the Spirit cookbooks were sent to me from National.  After some discussion all books were sold at the meeting and the money was forwarded to our Treasurer National. Six 1812 flag holder markers were approved for purchase for marking veterans’ graves.  We approved the purchase of six JROTC medals.  The metals will be presented to three female students at Grand Rapids, MI high schools.  The remaining three will be awarded next year.  We began making plans for a Real Daughter marking for chapter member C. Chaffee’s ancestor at Grass Lake area of Jackson County Michigan.  Christmas cards made by the three 3rd grade classes at Pine Island Elementary School in Comstock Park, Michigan for Grand Rapids Home for Veterans were delivered.  One of those classes is taught by chapter member C. Darling’s daughter D. Pickel.  This is the second year we collected cards from the students for the Veterans.  In appreciation, Stephen Preston Chapter has purchased a book “Our Flag is still There” to donate to the Pine Island School library and we have loaned the tape of Ft. McHenry, which we previously purchased from Ft. McHenry, to the classes to watch.  This was perfect timing as their classes are currently studying the War of 1812.

The veteran’s home also had a “wish-list” stars tree with a value of $25.00 for the residents at the home.  Our chapter purchased gifts for two stars.  Those gifts along with the Christmas cards from the 3rd graders were delivered to the Grand Rapids Home for Veterans in time for Christmas by our Veteran Chairman C. Darling.  

Following the meeting we marked the grave of Pvt. Joshua Briggs at the Briggs family cemetery in Rockford, MI and were joined by the Rockford Historical Society and news media from the Rockford Squire.  This was a result of the 1812 Veteran Grave location project mentioned earlier.  

November 6, 2010 members of our chapter joined members from General Alexander Macomb Chapter and Michigan State Board members to decorate Christmas on the Grand tree at the Gerald R. Ford Presidential Museum.  A grand time was had by all and our State President H. Werner treated us to a wonderful lunch.  Following lunch we delivered 700 Thanksgiving placemats on behalf of the U.S.D. 1812 Michigan State Society to the Grand Rapids Home for Veterans.  While there, I asked for two CD’s on the history of the Grand Rapids Home for Veterans to share with our members and I sent one CD to General Alexander Macomb chapter to watch.  Patt DeHaan and I took the tree down on January 2, 2011.  

February 19, 2011 found us in Rockford, MI for a chapter meeting.  Our Star Spangled Banner Flag Chairman gave a very informative report about the flag and passed around some information.  In addition, she handed out a questionnaire that she will ask at every meeting in order to have a more complete yearly report to submit to the Michigan State Chairman.   Several tombstone dedications were planned within the next couple of months.  The meeting was followed by a wonderful meal furnished by our host, A. Abraham.

Our fundraisers continue to be Spartan Cash for labels chaired by our junior members K. and M. Boorsma, Insignia pouches, Stars and Stripes and embroidered linens.  We are continuously discussing new ideas and working a few new possibilities.

We are very happy to be the hosts of the 113th Michigan State Council on May 19, 2012 and look forward to seeing our friends from across the state.

To date we have completed 20 counties, with 8 counties partially done or almost completed leaving 12 counties remaining. Volunteers as still needed. We still need someone to go through the ancestor Vols. 1-3 and the National data base to compare names of soldiers from our own materials. 

To date 19 headstone have been ordered for these soldiers. We have dedication scheduled for April 30, 2011 in the Lowell area and June 11, 2011 in Stuller cemetery from James Emery in Allegan, County. Stone continue to be order and replaced as needed. We will try to do as many stone dedications as we can. 

J. Hull has sent in the grave forms to C. Noble for Barry and Clinton counties to update her data base and add new ones. I have Allegan County just about ready to send.

We still need to decide on what format we will be using for the book. We have around 3500 names for the book. If anything this project has been rewarding just in the fact that these soldiers are not being forgotten and some finally been recognized for the first time for their service to our country. What better way of celebrating our Bicentennial than by honoring these men.  (Report on file)
