BYLAWS OF THE CLERMONT COUNTY (OHIO) GENEALOGICAL SOCIETY

ARTICLE I. NAME.
This organization shall be known as the Clermont County Genealogical Society, Chapter 71 of the
Ohio Genealogical Society. Hereafter, in these Bylaws, it shall be referred to as "the Society".

ARTICLE II. AN INCORPORATED NONPROFIT ORGANIZATION.

This Society is incorporated, and it shall be operated as a nonprofit organization. All earnings shall
be used to upbuild it as a whole, and none shall be used to benefit any individual member or
members. No member may use the name of the Society, either by letter or by wotd, for monetary
gains. No member is authorized to use the name in a design, in any form.

In the event of dissolution, all Society books, matetials, and equipment within the Doris E. Wood
Branch of the Clermont County Public Library in Batavia, Ohio, shall become the property of this
library. In addition, all funds of the Society shall be turned over to this library. The Society's large
collection of books, matetials, and items in storage at the Clermont County Records Center (289
East Main Street, Batavia, Ohio) also shall be inherited by the Doris E. Wood Library. However,
the Library may choose to distribute some or all of this collection to any of the other Clermont
County Public Libraries or to any of the several Clermont County historical societies who express
intetest in having the items and who have proper storage facilities for them. The intent is to keep
our Records Center contents, relating to our regional history, in the local libraries or otganizations
where the information can be made available to researchers in this area.

ARTICLE III. PURPOSE AND OBJECTIVLS.
In addition to supporting the Ohio Genealogical Socicty and its work, this Society's purpose is
mainly educational in nature, to wit:

1. To create, foster and maintain interest in local genealogies and history.
2. To collect and preserve Clermont County genealogical records and family information.

3. To copy and index records of genealogical value, and to catalog them, making them more
readily usable.

4. To share genealogical information through the Doris E. Wood Branch Library (180 S. Third St.,
Batavia, Ohio) and the Society's website, <www.rootsweb.ancestry.com/~ohclecgs> .

5. To maintain a close relationship with libraries in southwestern Ohio and northern Kentucky.

6. To provide educational programs in some of the regular meetings of the Society, in
conformance to its operation under Federal Law, Section 501 (C)(3) of the 1986 Internal
Revenue Code, as amended, and under State Law, Section 1702.01 of the Ohio Revised Code.

ARTICLE IV. MEMBERSHIP.

1. Admission. Membership shall be open to any person who is interested in genealogy and is willing
to contribute toward achieving the above objectives. Actions by a member or members contrary to
these Bylaws shall be grounds for removal from membetship, if such charges against a member or
members have, upon review, been sustained by the Board of Directors.
