








THE 1849 CALIFORNIA C'OLD RUSH AND POOR HENRY H. VAI.ITILBURG

Did yotr ever discover a famill in 1'our genealogical research that seemed to be beset with
nothing but tragecly? Well I did, and they lived in Richland County.

One day, while searching for information about my Vantilburg ancestors at the Ohio l{istorical
Society facilitv in Columbus, Ohio, I came across an unusual document titled: 'THE GOLD RUSH
LET"IERS - TO JOHN MILLFjR, RICHLAND COUNTY, OHIO, 1850 - 1853." It contained copies of
14 letters written to John Miller by a group of young men called the "Richland Boys".

To set the stage for young I{enry H. Vantilburgh's role in this story, his father. John_
Vantilburg, was among the early settlers of Richland County. He had moved there in 1815 fromi
Jefferson County Ohio. John's father, Henry Vantilburg, Sr., had migrated to Ohio from Virginia in
about 1797 , after serving in the Revolutionary \4rar. John had sen'ed in the War of 1812 and when he
moved to Richland County he settled in Section 8, based on a land bounty claim for his war service.
There he married Mary "Polly" Burns in Jeromesville on May 4, 1819, and they had five children.

But tragedy seemetl to follow their family. A son, Thompson Mclean, died at the age of two.
A d a u g h t e r , S a r a h J a n e , d i e d i n i n f a n c y , a n d a s o n , D a n i e l F r a n c i s , d i e d a t t h e a g e o f 4 0 .  W h i l e a s o n
John Burns reached thc agc of 72, their 23 year old sccond son, Ilcnry II., died in a bizarre accident
while searching for his fortune.

When golcl was discovered at Sutter's Mill in CaMornia in 1848, it set off an explosive reaction
in every hamlet, village and torvn across America. Instantly, thc rush was on to get to California quick
as possible. Some chose to makc their way across the prairies. Others sailed around the horn of south
America. Still others chose a dangerous shorl, cut across Panama.

I{enry I{. Vantilburg was one of a group of gold seekers callerl t,he "Richlancl Boys," who
responded to the great California Gold Rush. While some of them were financed by friends and
relat ives, many had t ,hcir  l i fe 's grossessiorrs lv i l ,h l .hem. I Ienry'anr l  t ,he groul)  of  young rnen lef l ,  Richlanrl
County in l)ecember lB49 and went down thc Ohio antl N{ississippi Ilivers to New Orleans. From
there t,hey sailecl t.o l)ananta, where the-r'marle t,heir wal'across the Isthmus on foot and by canoes.
Thcn thcy sailccl trp the Pacific Coast to San F rancisco, ancl maclc their rvay inland to the gold fields
beyond Sacramento. 'fhere a few miners became rich beyonrl belief, but the "Richland Boys" lost
cverything and some lost thcir lives.

By the time the "Richlancl Boys" arrived in the gold fields, all of thc goocl mine sites had been
claimed. As a result, they hacl to u'ork part time for others at $10 a day, plus board. Then one day
they bought a mining claim and a quick silvcr machine for amalgamating gold for g400. But the mine
soon petered out. At that, Ilenry and some of the others began prosltecting along the Yuba River in
Nevada County, California. But by the middlc of 1850 somc of thc group had given up and began
returning to Ohio.

The 14 Gokl Rush Letters arc fil led with the miners' heart rending tales of lrustration,
loneliness, rlisappointmenl, ancl misery. ' l 'hc only letter in the collection written by young Henry
Vantilburg was dated December 22, 1850. In it, he rvrote, in part:

"Mr. John Miller: I take m)'l)en to give you as few lines as Samuel is writing - I am
well at this time - I eryrect vou think we are making our fortune in the mines but there is no
prospect of doing it here - we have rvent through with a great many hardships in this country
and will not get paid for our t,roublc - when I came hcre things lcnked fair for a small pile
(sic) but the rivers is what broke us and I can't see any chance now to make up our loss - I
fear John will be sadly disappoint,ed for we will sink money in this operation - but we will not
be a lone for there is thousands in our circumstances - I think that I will come home with
Samuel and Solomon - I will go with them to the city and if I can get in to work I will stay
and if not I will be home in March - I dread the thoughts of coming under present
circumstance but see no way to better the business - Solomon received your letter and was
glad to hear from you and George Hout - I have only got 3 letters from home - inform our
folks of these facts - we are not a hosing it out as fast as George expected - you may tell him

I was glad to hear that there was doings in your country - I would lilie some of your apples-
I wish you would save some for us if we have the good luck to reach home.

Unfortunately, young Henry never made it back to Ohio. In January 1851, he was first

reported in the letters of others as being sick, and then that he was working a mining claim on the
shares. Then on May 29, 1851, tragedy struck when nine of the "Richland Boys" were at the Segar
Bar on the Yuba River. After breakfast, they and abcmt l1 other prospectors piled into a canoe to
cross the river to reach their mine diggings on the other side;. But en route the badly overloaded
canoe stmck a rock about 20 feet from shore and capsized. A1l of the miners were thrown out. Nine
managed to reach safety. However, Henry and four other of the Richland boys were swept downstream
by the swift current and over a falls. It was several days before Henry's body was recovered ancl he
and the other unlucky men were buried.

It is not known whether young Henry's body was exhumed and shipped back home. However,
there is a grave marked as his in the Wrndsor - Woodhouse Cemetery in Mifflin Township of Richland
County, alongside of those of his parents and his four brothers and sister.

Sometimes I think about young Henry H. Vantilburg, my first cousin three generations
removed, and I envy his spirit in rising to one of the great challenges of his day. It was pioneers such
as he who dared to put their lives on the line to open the West to a growing, expanding and prospering
nation. Yes, I envy his spirit, but not his untimely death!
