and was born in 183 1. He was reared in the mercantile business, and received a fair education. At the age of fourteen he

began clerking in Allegheny City, Pa., where he continued five and a half years. He then went to Califomia, crossing the

plains in 1852; remained there five years. when he returned to Allegheny ciry, where he remained unti l 1859. He then went

to Stark County, Ohio, and erected a store building and went into the mercantile business, in which he continued from 1859

to 1873. He then moved to Canton, Ohio, and began the mill ing business, which he fbllowed for two years there, and two

years in Mansfield, Ohio, where he built one of the finest brick mills in the State. He sold out in 1877, and moved to

Wellington, Sumner Co., Kansas, and settled on his present home, a farm of 100 acres. In the meantime Mr. Staub was one

year in the Wellington mills. He is a stockholder in the Sumner Counfy Creamery. He is also a stockholder in the C.

In December of 1865 he came to Franklin Counry and purchased his present farm in Ohio

Township. t{e has 100 acres, all well improved. on u'hich there is a good orchard of some three acres; also raises

considerable stock.

His health fail ing him he rvas discharged in the summer of 1863, for
physical disabil ity. He continued to reside in Il l inois ti l l  1877, when he immigrated to Kansas and purchased his present
farm on Section 24, Middle Creek. Mr. Wood is the present Trustee of Middle Creek Township, having been elected in
February, 1883. He was married in Il l inois, October 17, 1866, to Miss Elsie Maxwell, daughter of Abner Maxwell. Mrs
Wood was bom in Fulton Counfy, I l l . They have five children- Minnie M., Austin J., Clarence, Laura E., and Franklin E

Ohio, in 1822. After completing his education at the common schools he worked on the farm until 1848, when he removed
to Noble County, Ind., near Albion, where he resided unti l October. 1881, when he emigrated to Kansas, settl ing in Labbette

County, and purchased 160 acres of land near Osrvego, where he has erected a beautiful home. Mr. Woodruff s grandfather

came from England just before the War ol-the Revolution and was a soldier in that from its commencement unti l i ts close.

He died in New York at the age of ninefy-one. Samuel Woodrufi his father, came from Connecticut to New York, and frorn
thence to Ohio, at an early day. Afterward he moved to Indiana and died there at the advanced age of ninety-three. Enos
Barnes, a soldier of the Revolution, was his maternal ancestor.

Mrs. W. has fwo brothers, Alfred
and Hanison living not far from Oswego. Mrs. Woodruff had flve children by her first husband. Julius, who died in 1875,
W. D. Myers, a merchant tailor in Albion, Ind.; Webster D. Myers with his brother in the same occupation at Emporia, Kas.;

Clara B. Myers, l iving with herparents. Mr. Woodruff and his family are members of the Methodist Episcopal Church.
