Have you read any old newspapers recently? If you have not you are missing an adventure. Early
newspapers tell many things. They speak of the times, the history of the county, and its people. It speaks
of children born, those who wed, and those who are dead. We find stories from the communities around
the county, writing of who visited town, those who left for green pastures in other states, those who lived
the longest and anniversaries shared. Reading old newspapers are like visiting old friends. And, you just
might find something about your family member, something you would never have known that happened
to them that one particular day. Many libraries have collections of old newspapers on microfilm and they
often can be ordered on inter-library loan. We would encourage you to look at this rich resource.

The Freemont, lowa, Times, of a late date,
says: Thomas Chandler, the subject of
this article, was of Scotch decent, his
father, Wm. Chandler, being a native of
Scotland. he died January 16", at his
son’s home in Madison township. He was
twice married, and leaves a large family of
children and grandchildren, to cherish his
memory. He was born in Baltimore, Md.,
June 23, 1791. He removed with his father
from Maryland to Wayne (now Ashland)
county, Ohio, in 1810. He bought land in
this county in 1811, and formed a friendly
acquaintance with the Indians that were
ten quite numerous in that part of the
State of Ohio. In 1812 the Indians became
quite warlike, and Chandler sought
temporary safety by going to Warren
county, at a place near Steubenville. Just
before their departure young Thos.
Chandler, in company with several others,
went on a reconnoitering tour and had an
adventure with several savages all of
whom they took prisoners. Itis remarkable
fact that no Indians ever harmed Mr.
Chandler which is accounted for on the
grounds that he sustained exceedingly
friendly relations to the redman, and that
he belonged to the society of Friends or
Quakers.

In 1839 Mr. Chandler removed
from Ohio to lllinois, in 1852 went from
lllinois to Pulaska county, Kentucky, and
in 1862 came from Kentucky to this
county. He was in many respects a
remarkable man, being possessed of
excellent common sense and a body of
wonderful endurance. In the death of
Thomas Chandler, Sr., we are reminded of
the fall of some grand old tree that has
been king of the surrounding forest.
