Mr. and Mrs. Haynie are young people and have no
children of their own. Generous donations of clothes for
the little stranger have been made by the neighbors, the
young couple having only lived in Mansfield for six
months.

The baby has been christened Russeil Carrigo
Haynie. He weighs 8% pounds, is a very healthy baby.
The foster parents will keep him as long as he will stay.

Slave s Going Back to Southland

After forty years absence from the land of his
slavery, Calvin Wildner, one of Mansfield’s oldest
colored residents, left yesterday for Franklinton, North
Carolina, where he was held a slave until after the war
between the North and South. After he was freed, Mr.
Wilder came north and located in Mansfield, where he
has remained ever since. He is now between 65 and 70
years of age and for sometime has had an intense
longing to again see the land of his boyhood and
slavery. His sisters and brothers remained in the south
after the war and it will be their first reunion since the
day young Calvin came to the free north. Source: June

Unlike today when all the news of surrounding towns
appear scattered throughout the paper, the older papers
had a correspondent from each town or village who
gathered the news of their area and sent it to the paper to
be published in a column of its own. In the Perrysville
column we find the following....

Taylor Bushy who was born in Franklin Twp and who
has not been here for some thirty years is paying a visit
to the friends and relatives of his early years or rather
to those who are left as there have been many changes
since he was here the last time. Taylor was a brave
soldier boy who was in the 82™ Ohio and was in some of
the biggest battles, such as Gettysburg, Shiloh and
others, was a prisoner at Charleston, S.C. and at
Andersonville. His present residence is Sumner, Miss.
He is a brother of Henry Bushey of Shiloh. Source:

A son of Richland county has fallen in defence of his country.
On the 29" ult. a skirmish took place at Bowman'’s, about 12
mi. from Cheat River Bridge, on the Baltimore & Ohio
Railroad, between the 15" and 16" Ohio Reg. and some
rebels. The rebels were routed with a loss of several men. We
had one killed, Mr. N.O. Smith, of Capt. Miller’s company.
Mr. S. lived about five miles from this city. His occupation
was school teaching, but when he volunteered, he was student
at the Hayseville Seminary. He was an excellent young man,
and died as a gallant soldier would desire to die - on the field
of victory.

Two Men Supposed Drowned

Messers Lyman B. Rowley and Medad Woodruff
started from this place on the 11" instant, in a small
boat, for Gundingham’s Island, about eighteen miles
distant, where the family of Woodruff resides. On the
Sunday following, the boat was discovered drifted
ashore, on Peninsula Point. Near by the boat was
found the oars and a keg or bottle of whiskey, known
to have been on board the boat when they started
from the wharf. We have seen a gentleman who was
at Mr. Woodruffs house on Sunday, the 6", and no
tidings of either of the men had arrived. We are
informed that they were both intoxicated when they
started. Undoubtedly they are both drowned. Rowley
had no family. Sandusky Clar.
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Mansfield High School Field Day Event
Notable athletic events were held each year among the area high schools called Field Days. These events were held to encourage
and to foster the love for athletic sports and friendly competition between the area schools and to create a closer fellowship
between the schools. In 1896 the Field Day was held on June 10%. It seems that only the young men participated in these Field
Day events.

His mark for the half last year
was 2:40.

Frank Brown, a new member of the team, will enter the 440 yard and half mile runs.

Wilbur Wise is one of the valuable additions to our bicycle riders. This is his first year on the team.

..... Wellington Leonard holds the high school championship in the sprints. His time for the 100 yards was 11 seconds, 220
yards 26 seconds, 40 yards 5 % seconds.

Charles Benedict, the crack shot putter and all round athlete put the nineteen pound shot 29 ft. 4 in. last year.

Thomas McCray is a 440 yard and half mile runner and a promising candidate for next field day honors.

Randolph McCray, a new member of the team will compete in the half mile.

..... Wilbur Marshall holds the high jump record of 4 ft. 8 in.

Edward Preston, half miler, thought small, will make an excellent addition to the team.

..... Edwin Sawhill, winner of the mile and two mile bicycle races, is one of the speedy bicycle men of the school.
..... James Martin, bicyclist, is a new member of whom much is expected.

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Reminiscences of An Old Schoolhouse

Two stories about the first school house in Plymouth
township. They seem to be in conflict with one
another. Our research did not find a clear answer,
although we found in Adario to Wolff’s Ridge One
Room Schools of Richland County, by Elinore
Cunning & Lois McCullough that “the first one room
school in Plymouth township was built in 1818 and
possibly was Opdyke in Section 8. This school is
listed in the 1873 Richland County Atlas.” If anyone
can provide additional information please contact
the Society.

I have learned that a history of Richland county is
being published, and W.W. Drennan, of Plymouth
Village, says in his centennial history of Plymouth
twp, published in the Plymouth Advertiser of july 8,
1876, that Plymouth twp. was organized in the year
1818, and Robert McKelvy taught the first school in
District No. 8, in the year 1818 and 1819. I wrote to
Robert McKelvy at Centerton, Hardin county, Ohio.
He answered on the 8th of June, and says that it is a
mistake, and that he taught the first school in
Plymouth in the year 1822, then called the center of
Plymouth twp. The log house was built on the
northeast corner of the Torbet farm, now owned by
Josiah Dick. Opposite lived jacob Brink on his farm,
then Henry Bodley, the farm now owned by Robert
Buck. The CCC & IRR crosses a little south of the new
State road as it was called, then R. McKelvy lived west
from the Brink school house with his brother-in-law,
Mr. Alaradge. The farm is now owned by the widow of
John Kuhn on the Shelby road. The last school Mr.
McKelvy taught was at the Kirpatrick school house,
where taught three years. I asked Mr. McKelvy if he
knew of any school being taught prior to the year
1822 n the north part of Plymouth twp and he says
he does known (sic) of any. He still lives in Centerton,
Huron county, and is over 81 years old. His brother
Wm lives at the center of Greenfield twp, and was the
first settler of the twp in 1810. His age is over 91
years. M.L.

Recollections of a Pioneer...”to go to school we were
guided by blazed trees through the woods and
sometimes would get lost.”

While in Plymouth township, Richland county,
visiting relatives, I made inquiries of some of the old
settlers in regard to a school house built on Daniel
Gunsaullius’ farm, now owned by Wm Willett. We

used the log school house to live n till we built our
log cabin, in the winter of 1822-23. The Gunsaulius
school house used greased paper in place of glass for
light. The house was about a mile east of where the
Kirkpatrick school house was built, as Mrs. Daniel
Kirkpatrick still lives on the old farm where they
settled in the year 1818. She told me she believes
she attended religious meetings and Daniel Bodley
taught school in the Gunsaulius school house
previous to the year 1822. When Robt. McKelvy
taught in the Brink school house, George Marks’
farm joined Gunsaulius’ on the west, and I wrote to
Dr. John Mack, now of Shelby, who says they lived
there as early as 1818, but can’t call to mind
anything about the Gunsaulius school house. The
Doctor ought to recollect something of its history,
as he was old enough to teach school a few years
later. Two school houses were burned on the
Kirkpatrick farm, and when the first one burned
John mack taught the balance of the winter at his
father’s, as they had a double log house. That, I
think was about the year 1828. The second house
was a frame, and it was burned two months after it
was finished. The Kirkpatrick school house was the
first in which I attended school, and Robt. McKevy,
Daniel Bodley, David Webber and John Wilson were
our teachers. As Mr. Drennan says, the first school
was taught in section 8, but I don’t know where
section 8 is located in the township. When I went to
school many of the scholars came one and two miles
to get their education. To go to school we were
guided by blazed trees through the woods, and
sometimes at night we would get lost in our
neighbors’ woods. M.L. [Source: Mansfield Herald -

Recently
a portion of the Beelman records for Mansfield were found in Lorain Co., Ohio with the Wadsworth Funeral Home records.
