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FROM A RICHLAND COUNTY COURT RECORD

This information is abstracted from a Common Please Court case - Robert Ralston vs Sam'l.
G. Wolfe, Sheriff Elect, filed 31 Oct 1824. The case concerned whether certain voters were
eligible to vote and depositions were taken by various persons who are identified.

FRANCES CORNWELL swore - his father said he was born in Canada and he is not naturalized.
MICHAEL WHITTLE swore - he was born in Germany and he is not naturalized.
THOMAS THORNSBY swore - he was born in England and he is not naturalized.
JOHN WEAVER swore - LEONARD WEAVER is his son and he was born 31 Mar 1804, when asked how

he knew Leonard was his son, he replied, "My wife told me so. I'
ELIZABETH TRACEWELL swore that BENJAMIN TRACEWELL is her son and born on 8 Jan 1804.
JAMES KELLEY swore - he was born in Ireland and he is not naturalized - he came in 1811.
DANIEL DOUGHERTY swore - he was born in Ireland and gave an oath of allegiance in Union-

town, Pa. in 1818. He came to the U.S. in Sep 1806.
JAMES LOURIbGE, Jr. swore - his father's Bible says he was born in 1804.
