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The southwest corner of Greenlawn Cemetery is labelled Evergreen on the cemetery maps, but there are several 
sections by that name. This listing covers the section from the first driveway in the southwest corner, north to the 
second driveway. It borders Offnere Street at 16th Street. The stones copied are from 1900 or earlier, or appear to be 
spouses of one who died in 1900 or earlier. I started in the southwest corner of the section, moving north and south 
down the rows, working toward the center of Greenlawn Cemetery. Dolores Schoonover copied the last three rows 
in the section. Sept. 7, 1983.
