“Sec. 1. Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Repre-
atives of the Republic of Texas, in Congress assembled, that
ninary of learning be, and the same is hereby established at
labama, in Houston County, to be denominated the “Trinity
ollege.’

“Sec. 2. Be it further enacted, That there shall be eleven
tees, who are hereby authorized to take charge of the in-
rests of the college; and a majority of the whole number shall
nstitute a quorum to do business.

“Sec. 3. Be it further enacted, That the following persons
been duly chosen trustees of the college, and are recognized
such, viz: G. W. Grant, Jacob Allbright, George Pruitt, Collin
drich, Elisha Clapp, John Wortham, Isaac Parker, Ralph
elson, Flijah Gossett, William Clark and James Carr.

“Sec. 4. Be it further enacted, That the trustees aforesaid

e, in deed and in law, by the name of ‘“The President and
ustees of Trinity College,” and by that name they and their
essors shall and may have succession, and exercise the privil-
granted herein, for the term of twenty years, and no longer;
